Additionally, TLEC copper loop facilities are often used by competitors to provide business customers with 
cost-effective options for both voice and broadband needs. Where ILEC copper loops are retired, 
competitors face challenges in obtaining alternative loop facilities at competitive rate.

A: MetTel and similar competitors were negatively impacted by FCC decisions that eliminated access 
to UNE-P and unbundled network elements.
