Issue 1: Should the Commission certify to USAC and the FCC, tlu·ough online certification with USAC and by 
electronic filing of a USAC-generated certification letter with the FCC, that BellSouth Telecommunications, 
LLC d/b/a AT&T Florida d/b/a AT&T Southeast; Embarq Florida, Inc. d/b/a Century Link; Frontier Florida 
LLC; Frontier Communications of the South, LLC; Consolidated Communications of Florida Company; ITS 
Telecommunications Systems, Inc. d/b/a ITS Fiber; Knology of Florida, Inc. d/b/a WOW! Internet, Cable and 
Phone; Northeast Florida Telephone Company d/b/a NEFCOM; Quincy Telephone Company d/b/a TDS 
Telecom; Smart City Telecommunications LLC d/b/a Smart City Telecom; and Windstream Florida, LLC are 
eligible to receive federal high-cost support, that they have used the federal high-cost support in the preceding 
calendar year, and they will use the federal high-cost support they receive in the coming calendar year only for 
the provision, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities and services for which the support is intended? 
Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should certify to USAC and the FCC, through online certification 
with USAC and by electronic filing of a USAC-generated certification letter with the FCC, that BellSouth 
Telecommunications, LLC d/b/a AT&T Florida d/b/a AT&T Southeast; Embarq Florida, Inc. d/b/a 
CenturyLink; Frontier Florida LLC; Frontier Communications of the South, LLC; Consolidated 
Communications of Florida Company; ITS Telecommunications Systems, Inc. d/b/a ITS Fiber; Knology of 
Florida, Inc. d/b/a WOW! Internet, Cable and Phone; Northeast Florida Telephone Company d/b/a NEFCOM; 
Quincy Telephone Company d/b/a TDS Telecom; Smart City Telecommunications LLC d/b/a Smart City 
Telecom; and Windstream Florida, LLC are eligible to receive federal high-cost support, that they have used the 
federal high-cost support in the preceding calendar year, and they will use the federal high-cost support they 
receive in the coming calendar year only for the provision, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities and services 
for which the support is intended.

Staff is requesting permission to make an oral modification to the recommendation filed in Docket 20190119-

TP, that is schedu led to be considered at the October 3, 20 19 Agenda Conference. The Commission is requ ired 

to certify e ligible te lecommunications carriers for high-cost support by October I 51 of each year, as reflected in 

the Cri tical Date listed on staff's recommendation . After the September 20 19 Agenda was cance lled due to 

concerns from Hurricane Dorian, staff consulted with FCC staff and requested an extension of that deadline. On 

September 16, 20 19, the FCC issued an order extending the dead line for the FPSC to October II , 20 19. 
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As refl ected below, the requested ora l modification is to change the deadline date on Page I under the Critical 

Dates header, as well as the last paragraph of the case background and supporting footnote reference on Page 4, 

to reflect the extension granted by the FCC.
