However, from a negonanonz
standpoint concerning the Consent Agreement, the conservation program has been agreedcoa
to by both parties, to the extent the remaining issues unrelated to those programs are worked®
out. Therefore, we will not provide anything more on this issue.
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Late-Filed Exhibit No. 2 - Document whereby the Utility provided staff with a listing of the
conservation measures.

In Steve Watford’s rebuttal testimony, he noted that this information was provided to the
staff with an October 22, 2001 response to staff discovery. That was incorrect and Mr.
Watford will correct that at hearing. In fact, that information was provided as part of a Late-
Filed Deposition Exhibit to the first deposition of Mr. Watford, with a letter dated October
19, 2001 from me to you.

Late-Filed Exhibit No. 4 - We are currently preparing the list of 10 open positions and the
pay rate at which they were filled. This is in response to request by Mr. Burgess. It will
probably take us a couple of days to get this document finalized. We will provide it as soon
as it is available.
