Specifically, 

there is still a need to protect customer specific-proprietary business information 

and information which is not subject to public disclosure. 

3. The information requested remains in the possession of the 

Commission Staff. 



4. For the reasons set forth above, and in BellSouth’s original Requests 

for Confidential Classification, BellSouth hereby requests that the Commission enter 

an order extending the period of confidential classification for an additional 18 

months, or for  any longer period of t ime that the documents remain within the 

possession of Staff.

On December 10, 1998, in Docket No. 981834-TP, the Florida 
Competitive Carriers Association (FCCA) , the Telecommunications 
Resellers, Inc. (TRA), AT&T Communications of the Southern States,  
Inc. (AT&T) I MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (MCIMetro), 
WorldCom Technologies, Inc.  WorldCom) the Competitive 
Telecommunications Association (Comptel) I M G C  Comnunications, fnc. 
(MGC) I Intermedia Communications Inc. (Intermedia) I Supra 
Te~eeomunications and Information Systems (Supra) , Florida Digital 
Network, Inc. (Florida Digital Network) I and Northpoint 
Communications, fnc. (Northpoint) (collectively, "Competitive- 
Carriers") filed their Petition of Competitive Carriers for 
Commission Action to Support Local Competition in BellSouth's 
Service Territory. Among other matters, the Competitive Carriers' 
Petition asked that this Commission set deaveraged unbundled 
network clement (WE) rates. 

On May 26 ,  1999, this  Commission issued Order No. PSC-99-1078- 
PCO-TP, granting in part and denying in part the Competitive 
Carriers' petition. Specifically, the Comission granted the 
request to open a genetic UNE pricing docket for the three major 
incumbent local exchange providers, BellSouth Telecorrtmunications, 
Xnc. (BellSouth) , Sprint-Florida, Incorporated (Sprint) , and GTE 
Florida IncorporaEd (GTEFLJ . Accordingly, t h i s  docket was opened 
to address the deaveraged pricing of UNEs, as well as the pricing 
of UNE combinations and nonrecurring charges.  

B y  Order N o .  PSC-99-1397-PCO-TP, issued July 2 0 ,  1999, the 
procedures fo r  this docket were established and the controlling 
dates set. A Second Revised Order on Procedure, Order No. 
PSC-00-0540-PCO-TP, waa issued on March 16, 2 0 0 0 ,  which set f o r t h  
new filing dates and also the newly refined issues to be addressed 
in t h i s  proceeding. By Order No. PSCO00-20l5-PCO-TP, issued June 
8 ,  2060, the filing dates were extended and the procedure for this 
case was further modified. Pursuant to these Orders, Phase -1 is

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currently set f o r  hearing July 17-19, 2000, and Phase I1 is set  f o r  
hearing September 19-22, 2000. 

On May 8, 2000, BellSouth filed a Request for  Specified 
Confidential Classification of its recurring cost studies for Phase 
I of this proceeding, Document NO. 05741-00 and cross referenced 
Document No. 04659-00.  On May 2 2 ,  2 0 0 0 ,  BellSouth also filed a 
Request for Specified Confidential Classification of Exhibit DDC-2 
to Daome Caldwell's testimony, Document No. 06296-00 and cross 
referenced Document No. 0 5 3 8 5 - 0 0 .  On June 2 ,  2000, Bellsouth filed 
a Request for  Specified Confidential Classification of information 
in a diskette filed to correct errors in its BSTLM-Loop Model, 
Document No. 0 6 7 6 9 - 0 0 ,  and crosa referenced Document N o s .  05929-00 
and 08203-00. Thereafter, on June 2 0 ,  2 0 0 0 ,  BellSouth filed a 
Request for  Specified Confidential Classification of responses to 
Staff's discovery requeats, Document No. 07508-00 and croes 
referenced Document No. 06591-00. On June 30, 2060, BellSouth 
filed another Request for specified Confidential Classification 
addressing its responsea to additional Staff discovery requests,, 
Document No. 08048-00 and cross referenced Document No. 07252-00.  
For each of these documents, BellSouth aueerta that the information 
contained therein is proprietary information that BellSouth treats 
as confidential, and that it has not otherwise disclosed. 

Florida law presumes that documehts admitted  to governmental 
agencies shall be public records. The only exceptions to this 
presumption are the specific statutory exemptions provided in the 
law and examptiona granted by governmental agcneico pursuant to the 
specific terms of a statutory provision. This presumption is based 
on the concept that government should operate in the "sunshine." 
Rule 25-22.006 (4 )  ( c )  Florida Administrative Code, provides that  it 
is the Company's burdan to damonstrate that the documents fall i n to  
one of the statutory examples set out in Section 364.183, Florida 
Statutes, or to demonmtrate that the information is proprietary 
confidential information, the disclosure of  which will cause the 
Company or its ratepayers harm. 

Specifically, with regard to the May 8 ,  2 0 0 0 ,  Request, 
.BellSouth set- confidential treatment of information contained in 
BellSouth's recurring cost study filed for Phase 1 of this 
proceeding. Bellsouth contends that disclosure of this information 
would give its compctitorr an unfair advantage, because the same 

' i n f o n h t i o n  on its competitors is. not available to BtllSauth. 
BellSouth cxplainr that some of the information contained is 
vendor-specific information, the disclosure of which would impair 
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BellSouth's ability to contract  fo r  goods and services. Other 
information contained therein reflects actual demand data that 
would  allow a competitor to determine what services are in demand 
in a particular wire center. BellSouth contends that competitors 
could use this information to develop a market strategy to impair 
BellSouth's ability to market in cer tain a r e a s  Y e t  other 
information contained therein is information from the Switching 
cost Information System, which is property of Telecordia 
Technologies, Inc . ,  the disclosure of which would violate 
BellSouth's agreement with Telecordia and would impair BellSouth's 
ability to contract for goods and aerviccs. The specific pages and 
line numbers and/or file names, as well as the explanation of the 
basis f o r  the request, are set f o r t h  in Attachment A, which is 
incorporated i n to  this Order. 

In its May 22,  2000, Request, BellSouth seck8 Confidential 
treatment of Exhibit DDC-2 to Daonns Caldwell's direct testimony. 
BellSouth contends that this exhibit includes vendor-specific 
pricing information, which would provide competitors w i t h  an unfair- 
advantage in future negotiations with BellSouth and would impair 
BellSouth's ability to contract for goods and senices on favorable 
terms. The specific pages and l ine numbers, as well as the 
explanation o f  the basis for the request, are set forth in 
Attachment B, which is incorporated into this Order.

In its June 2 ,  2 0 0 0 ,  Request, BellSouth seeks confidential 
treatment of information on a diskette f i l e d  to correct an 
erroneous f i l e  originally Contained in its BSTLM-Loop Model. 
BellSouth explains that soma of the information contained i s  
vendor-specific information, the disclosure o f  which would impair 
BellSouth's ability to contract for goods and scxviccs. Other 
information contained therein is information from the Switching 
Cost Information System, which is property of Telecordia 
Technologieo, fnc. ,  the disclosure of which would violate 
BellSouth'. agreement with Telecordia and would impair BellSouth's 
ability to contract for goods and aertices. Bellsouth seeks 
confidential treatment of the entire diskette as the only f i l e  
contained therein is the file fo r  which BollSouth seeks 
Confidential treatment. 

In its June 2 0 ,  2000,  Request, BellSouth seeks confidential 
treatment of information contained in its response to Staff's 
Request for Production of Documents No. 16. BellSouth mintgins  
that its response contains very specific vendor pricing 
information, the disclosure of which would give its competitors an 

. .  
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unfair advantage in future negotiations with BellSouth and would 
unduly prejudice BellSouth's vendors. BellSouth contends that t h e  
response con ta ins  not only information proprietary to BellSouth, 
but also to its vendors. If this information were disclosed, 
BellSouth believes tkat vendors would be reluctant to provide 
information to BellSouth to enable it t o  begin its network and 
marketing plans. The specific pages and line numbers, aa well as 
the explanation of the basis f o r  the request, are set f o r t h  in 
Attachment C, which is incorporated i n t o  t h i s  Order. 

Finally, in its June 30, 2 0 0 0 ,  Request, BellSouth seeks 
confidential treatment of information contained in its responses to 
Staff's Request f o r  Production of Documenta N o s .  12 and 13, 
BellSouth explains that t h e  information contains pages from "debt 
rating" manuals, which include highly confidential and proprietary 
forecasts of debt financing. BellSouth maintains that the 
information is so senaitive t h a t  anyone reviewing it will be 
considered an wineider" as that term is construed by the Federal 
Securities and Exchange Commission. BellSouth contends that, 
disclosure of this information would cause BellSouth cdmpctitive 
ham and thus, it should be granted confidential treatment. The 
specific pages and line numbers, as w e l l  as the explanation of the 
basis fo r  the request, are set forth in Attachment D, which ie 
incorporated into t h i s  Order. 

Section 364.183 ( 3 1 ,  Florida Statutes, in pertinent part, 
provides : 

The term "proprietary confidential business 
information" means information, regardless of form 
or charactcrfatics, which i a  owned or controlled by 
the prraon or company, ir intended to be and is 
treated by tbe person or company as private in that 
the disclonure of t h e  information would cause harm 
to the ratepayers or the  person' a or company's 
business operations, and ha8 not been disclosed 
unleeo diaclored pursuant to a statutory provision, 
an order of a court or administrative body, or 
private agreement that provides that t h e  
information will not be released to the public. 

Based on the definition of proprietary Confidential business 
information 
that all of 
information 

in Section 364.183 ( 3 ) ,  Florida Statutes, it appears 
the material described herein is proprietary business 
in accordance with Section 364.183, Florida Statutes, 
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and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code. Disclosure of 
this information could be detrimental to BellSouth's operations, 
could  impair BellSouth's ability t o  compete, and cou ld  impair 
BellSouth's ability to contract  for goods and services .  As such, 
8cllSouth's Requests for Specified Confidential Classification 
regarding Document Nos. 04659-00, 05741-00, 05385-00, 06296-00, 
05929-00, 06769-00, 08203-00, 06591-00, 07508-00, 07252-00 and 
08048-00, are hereby granted. 

Based on the foregoing,  it is therefore 

ORDERED by E. Leon Jacobs, Jr.# as Prehearing Officer, that 
BellSouth Telecommunications, Knc.'s Requests f o r  Specified 
Confidential Classification f i l e d  on May 8,  May 22, June 2, June 
20, and June 30, 2000, addressing Document Nos. 04659-00, 05741-00, 

00, 07252-00 and 08048-00, are hereby granted. 
05385-00, 06296-00, 05929-00, 06769-00, 08203-00, 06591-00, 07508-- 

ORDERED that pursuant to S e c t i o n  364.183, Florida Statute;,
