On April 7, 2000, Docket No. 000425-TC was established to address TG212's failure to 
remit RAFs for the year 1999. By Order No. PSC-00-1710-FOF-TC, issued on September 25, 
2000, the Commission approved the cancellation of TG212's Pay Telephone Certificate No. 5526 
due to bankruptcy. The Cornmission hrther ordered that the outstanding Regulatory Assessment 
Fees not be sent to the Comptroller's Office for collection, but instead, that the Division of the 
Commission Clerk and Administrative Services should request permission to write-off the 
uncollectible amount. 

Therefore, staff requests that Bureau of Administrative ServiceslFiscal Services Section take 
the appropriate steps to seek permission from the Comptroller's Office to write-off the uncollectible 
RAFs for the years 1999 and 2000 for TG212.

ORDER CANCELING PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On December 5, 1 9 9 7 ,  Gloria Clockedile (Clockedile) was 
granted PATS Certificate No. 5526. On February 26, 1999, this 
Commission received Clockedile's payment for  the 1998 regulatory 
assessment fee (RAF) . On December 8, 1999, our Division of 
Administration (DOA) mailed t h e  regulatory assessment fee (RAF) 
notice. The due date was January 31, 2000. Our DOA mailed a 
delinquent l e t t e r  to Clockedile on February 29 2000. On February 
13, 2000, this Commission received correspondence from Clockedile 
t h a t  advised it had been o u t  of business since July 1999 and had 
filed for bankruptcy on August 15, 1 9 9 9 ,  and asked for cancellation 
of i ts  certificate. 

O n  April 5, 2000, this Commission received a notice from 
Clockedile advising that it had filed for protection under Chapter 
7 of t h e  Federal Bankruptcy Code. We note t h a t  this Commission was 
never formally served notice of bankruptcy proceedings far 
Clockedile. 
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Chapter 7 of Section 109 of t h e  Federal Bankruptcy Code 
provides for t o t a l  liquidation of the business entity. The filing 
of a bankruptcy petition under Chapter 7 invokes an automatic 
injunction known as the Automatic Stay, codiEied in Bankruptcy Code 
Section 362. Upon such filing, an i n t e r im  Trustee in Bankruptcy is 
immediately appointed w h o  has the duty t o  collect and secure the  
non-exempt assets  of the debtor and distribute them to creditors in 
the  manner set f o r t h  in the Bankruptcy Code. Secured creditors are 
given the highest priority in t h e  distribution and, normally, 
receive a l l  of the  distributed assets.  Regulatory fees and 
penalties owed by a company to the Florida Public Service 
Commission are not secured debts and, as a pract ical  matter, are 
uncollectible in a Chapter 7 proceeding. 

I This Commission is prevented by the  automatic stay provision 
of the Bankruptcy Code from taking action against Clockedile for 
its f a i l u r e  to pay regulatory assessment fees.  Although this 
Commission does not typically g r a n t  a cancellation of a 
telecommunications ce r t i f i ca t e  when there is an outstanding 
balance, a cancellation should be granted in this case, since 
Clockdedile reguested cancellation of its certificate and filed f o r  
protection under Chapter 7 of the Bankruptcy Code. 

Accordingly, we believe that a "bankruptcy cancellation" of 
Clockedile's Certificate No. 5526 is appropriate,.with an effective 
date of April 5, 2000. In addition, the DOA will be notified that 
the past due RAFs should not be sent to the Comptroller's Office 
for collection, but t ha t  permission for t h i s  Commission to write- 
off the uncollectible amount will be requested. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Publ ic  Service Commission that  Gloria 
Clockedile's Certificate No. 5526 to provide Pay Telephone services 
is hereby canceled, effective April 5, 2000. It is fu r the r  

ORDERED that t h i s  Docket is closed.

The F lor ida  Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120.569(1), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes,  as 
well a3 the  procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
should not be construed to mean a11 requests f o r  an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted ox result in t h e  relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the  Commission's Tina1 action 
in this matter  may request: 1) reconsideration of t h e  decision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, within fifteen (15) days of the  issuance of 
t h i s  order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code; or 2 )  j ud ic i a l  review by the  Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
F i r s t  District Court of Appeal in the case of a water and/or 
wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal w i t h  t h e  D i r e c t o r ,  
Division of Records and reporting and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the  filing fee with t he  appropriate court .  This 
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance 
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form specified in 
Rule 9.90Q(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
