Dear Mrs. Bayo: 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, BellSouth and IDS 
Telecom, LLC. are submitting to the Florida Public Service Commission an amendment to 
their negotiated agreement for the interconnection of their networks, the unbundling of 
specific network elements offered by BellSouth and the resale of BellSouth's 
telecommunications services to IDS Telecom, LLC. The initial agreement between the 
companies in was filed on September 25,2001 in Docket No. 01 1254-TP and was 
approved by operation of law on December 26, 2001. 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Act, the Commission is charged with approving or 
rejecting the negotiated agreement between BellSouth and IDS Telecom, LLC. within 90 
days of its submission. The Act provides that the Commission may only reject such an 
agreement if it finds that the agreement or any portion of the agreement discriminates 
against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement or the implementation 
of the agreement or any portion of the agreement is not consistent with the public interest, 
convenience and necessity. Both parties aver that neither of these reasons exist as to 
the agreement they have negotiated and therefore, are very hopeful that the Commission 
shall approve their agreement. This agreement will be deemed effective by operation of 
law on May 27,2002.

AMENDMENT TO 
AGREEMENT BETWEEN 

8ELLSOUTH TELECOMMUNICATIONS, INC. 
AND IDS TELCOM, L.L.C 

DATED SEPTEMBER 10,2001 

This Agreement (the “Amendment”) is made and entered into between BellSouth 
Telecommunications, Inc. (“BellSouth”) a Georgia corporation, and IDS Telcom, L. L.C. 
(“IDS’) a Florida limited liability company. 

WHEREAS, The Parties desire to amend that certain Agreement between BellSouth 
and IDS dated September I O ,  2001 (the “Agreement”) to amend certain sections of 
Attachment 4, Florida Physical Collocation of the Agreement; 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein and 
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby 
acknowledged, BellSouth and IDS hereby covenant and agree as follows: 

1, Section 2.4 is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following 
Section 2.4: 

“Filinq of Petition for Waiver. Upon Denial of Application BellSouth will timely file a 
petition with the Commission pursuant to 47 U.S.C. 3 251(c)(6). BellSouth shall 
provide to the Commission any information requested by that Commission. Such 
information shall include which space, if any, BellSouth or any of BellSouth’s 
affiliates have reserved for future use and a detailed description of the specific future 
uses for which the space has been reserved. Subject to an appropriate 
nondisclosure agreement or provision, BellSouth shall permit IDS to inspect any 
floor plans or diagrams that BellSouth provides to the Commission.” 

2. Section 3.6 of the Agreement is hereby added as follows: 

“Virtual Collocation. BellSouth will provide virtual collocation in accordance with the 
Terms and Conditions as contained in BellSouth’s FCC No. 1 Tariff. The rates are 
set forth in Exhibit A to this Agreement.“ 

3. Section 5.1.1 is hereby amended to add the following sentence at the end of 
said Section 5.1.1: 

“Except where othenrvise required by a Commission, BellSouth shatl comply with 
the applicable FCC rules relating to denial of collocation based on IDS’ failure to 
comply with this section.” 

4. Section 6,3 is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following 
Section 6.3: 

“Application Response. Within fifteen (1 5) calendar days of receipt of a Bona 
Fide Application, when space has been determined to be available or when a 
lesser amount of space than that requested is available, BellSouth will provide a - 



written response (“Application Response”) including sufficient information to 
enable IDS to place a Firm Order. The Application Response will include, at a 
minimum, the configuration of the space, the Cable Installation Fee, and the 
space preparation fees, as described in Section 7. When IDS submits ten (IO) or 
more Applications within ten (I 0) calendar days, the initial fifteen ( I  5) day 
response period will increase by ten (IO) days for every additional ten ( I O )  
A p p I i ca t io n s or f r ac t io n t h e re of. ” 

5. Section 6.10 is hereby amended to add the following sentence to the end of 
said Section 6.10: 

“All work performed by or for IDS shall conform to generally accepted industry 
guidelines and standards.” 

6. Section 6.13 is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following 
Section 6.13: 

“Virtual to Physical Collocation Relocation. In the event physical Collocation Space 
was previously denied at a location due to technical reasons or space limitations, 
and that physical Collocation Space has subsequently become available, IDS may 
relocate its virtual collocation arrangements to physical collocation arrangements 
and pay the appropriate non-recurring fees for physical collocation and for the 
rearrangement or reconfiguration of services terminated in the virtual collocation 
arrangement, as outlined in the appropriate BellSouth tariffs. In the event that 
BellSouth knows when additional space for physical collocation may become 
available at the location requested by IDS, such information will be provided to IDS 
in BellSouth’s denial of physical collocation. To the extent that (i) physical 
Collocation Space becomes available to IDS within 180 calendar days of BellSouth’s 
written denial of IDS’ request for physical collocation, (ii) BellSouth had knowledge 
that the space was going to become available, and (iii) IDS was not informed in the 
written denial that physical Collocation Space would become available within such 
180 calendar days, then IDS may transition its virtual collocation arrangement to a 
physical collocation arrangement and wiil receive a credit for any nonrecurring 
charges previously paid for such virtual collocation. IDS must arrange with a 
BellSouth Certified Supplier for the relocation of equipment from its virtual 
Collocation Space to its physical Collocation Space and will bear the cost of such 
relocation .” 

7. The Virtual-to-Physical Collocation Transition (interim rates) rates contained 
in Exhibit 1 to Attachment 4, Florida Physical Collocation, of the Agreement as identified in 
Exhibit B attached hereto and made a part of this Amendment are hereby deleted. 

8. The Parties agree that all of the other provisions of the Agreement, dated 
September I O ,  2001, shall remain in full force and effect. 

9. The Parties further agree that either or both of the Parties is authorized to submit 
this Amendment to the Florida Public Service Commission or other regulatory body having 
jurisdiction over the subject matter of this Amendment, for approval subject to Section 
252(e) of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996. 



This Amendment is made effective upon the date that it is signed by both Parties.
