EXPLANATIONS FORM B9D(1/98)

Filing of Chapter 7
Bankruptcy Case

A bankruplicy case under Chapter 7 of the Bankruptey Code (title 11, United States Code) has been filed in this
court by or against the debtor(s) listed on the front side, and an order for relief has been entered.

Creditors May Not Take
Certain Actions

Prohibited collection actions are listed in Bankrupicy Code §362. Common examples of prohibited actions
include contacting the debtor by telephone, mail or otherwise to demand repayment; taking actions to collect
money or obtain property from the debtor; repossessing the debtor’s property; starting or continuing lawsuits or
foreclosures.

“Deadline to File a Proof of Claim" listed on the front side, you might not be paid any money on your claim
against the debtor in the bankruplcy case although you may retain certain lien rights. To be paid you must file a
Proof of Claim even if your claim is listed in the schedules filed by the deblor.

Liguidation of the Debtor's
Property and Payment of
Creditors’ Claims

The bankrupicy trustee listed on the front of this notice will collect and sell the debtor’s property. If the trustee
can collect enough money, creditors may be paid some or all of the debts owed to them, in the order specified by
the Bankrupicy Code.

Failure to comply with this
requirement, or failure to appear at the initial Section 341(a) meeting of creditors and any continuance thereof,
will result in dismissal of the case with a 180-day prohibition on filing another case, unless leave of court is first
obtained.

The instructions and definitions below are general explanations of the law. In particular rypes of cases or circunsiances, such as bankruptcy
cases that are nol filed voluniarily by a debtor, there may be exceptions 10 these general rules.

Debtor
The person, corporation, or other entity that

has filed a bankrupicy case is called the
debtor.

Creditor

A creditor 1s any person, corporation, or other
entity to whom the debtor owed a debt on the
date that the bankrupicy case was filed.

Proof of Claim

A form telling the bankrupicy court how
much the debtor owed a creditor at the lime
the bankrupicy case was filed (the amount of
the creditor s claim). This form must be filed
with the clerk of the bankrupicy courl where

. - O LA T

Secured Claim

A claim is a secured claim to the extent that
the creditor has a lien on property of the
debtor (collateral) that gives the creditor the
right to be paid from that property before
creditors who do not have liens on the

property.

Examples of liens are a mortgage on real
estate and a security interest in a car, truck,
boal, television set, or other item of property.
A lien may have been obiained through a
court proceeding before the bankrupicy case
began; in some states a court judgment is a
lien. In addition, to the extent a creditor also
owes money 1o the debtor (has a right of
setoff), the creditor s claim may be a secured
claim. (See also Unsecured Claim.)
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Unsecured Claim
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If a claim is not a secured claim it is an
unsecured claim. A claim may be partly
secured and partly unsecured if the property on
which a creditor has a lien is not worth enough
lo pay the creditor in full.

Unsecured Priority Claim

Certain types of unsecured claims are given
priority, so they are to be paid in bankruptcy
cases before most other unsecured claims (f
there is sufficient money or property available
lo pay these claims). The most common types
of priority claims are listed on the proof of
claim form. Unsecured claims that are not
specifically given priority stats by the
bankruptcy laws are classified as Unsecured

Fill in the date when the debt first was owed by the debtor.

3. Court Judgments:
