A n y  par ty  adversely affected by the  Commission's final action 
in this matter may request judicial review by the  Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water and/or 
wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal with t he  Dire 'c tor ,  
Division of t h e  Commission Clerk and Administrative Services and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate c o u r t .  This filing must be completed within t h i r t y  
(30) days after the issuance of this order,  pursuant to Rule 9.110, 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal m u s t  be 
in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure.
