By letter dated December 11, 2001, Verizon Florida Inc. filed a Request for approval of the
firstamendment to exiting interconnection and unbundling agreement entered into between Verizon
Florida Inc. and Metromedia Fiber Network Services, Inc. Under the requirements of 47 U.S.C. §
252(e), negotiated agreements must be submitted to the state commission for approval. Section
