JOINT MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE COMMENTS 

COME NOW Mirant Americas Development Inc., Calpine Corporation, Duke 

Energy North America, LLC, and Reliant Energy Power Generation, Inc. (Joint Movants) 

pursuant to Rule 28-106.204 Florida Administrative Code, and hereby file this Motion 

For Extension of Time to File Comments in this proceeding and as grounds therefore 

state: 

1, Pursuant to the Order Establishing Procedure, Order No. PSC-02-0459-PCO- 

EI, issued April 3, 2002, parties are to file pre-workshop comments on the 

modified GridFlorida proposal on or before April 26, 2002. A Commission 

workshop is scheduled for May 29,2002. 

2. On April 12, 2002, Commission Staff forwarded a Preliminary List of 

Workshop Subjects for the parties to address in their pre-workshop written 

comments. 

3. Joint Movants are concerned that there is insufficient time in which to respond 

in a meaninghl manner to the extensive GridFlorida filing as well as Staffs 

additional List of Workshop Subjects pursuant to the timetable set forth in the 

Order Establishing Procedure. 



4. Joint Movants request an extension of time to be applicable to all parties to 

file their pre-workshop comments, including responses to Staffs List of 

Workshop Subjects, from April 26 to May 8, 2002 - an extension of 12 days. 

Joint Movants submit that their request for an extension is limited to the pre- 

workshop comments and that it is not necessary to alter or extend the date set 

for the scheduled Commission workshop. Joint Movants also request that the 

page limitation be increased fi-om 40 to 60 pages in order to accommodate 

responses to Staffs List of Workshop Subjects. 

Joint Movants have attempted to contact all parties in this proceeding and are 

authorized to represent the following: Thomas P. and Genevieve E. Twomey, 

Sugarmill Woods Civic Association, Inc., and Buddy L. Hansen support this 

motion; Florida Municipal Power Agency, Publix Supermarkets, Lnc. and 

Dynegy, Inc. do not oppose this motion; Tampa Electric Company and Florida 

Power & Light Company oppose the motion; and the Florida Retail Federation, 

Seminole Electric Cooperative, CPV Atlantic, Ltd. and PG&E National Energy 

Group take no position on this motion. 

WHEREFORE, Joint Movants respectfully request that the Florida Public Service 

Commission extend the time for filing comments in this proceeding for 12 days to May 8, 

2002 and increase the comment page limitation from 40 pages to 60 pages.
