2. In response to the Citizens’ petition the Commission opened Docket No. 010153-WU.

3. According to the Volusia County Health Department and the responses received from

the Citizens’ discovery submitted to the Utility in this docket, there have been no more red worms

detected in the Deltona water system for over a year.
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WHEREFORE, as a result of the corrective actions taken by Florida Water and the apparently
successful results of those actions the Citizens hereby withdraw our petition to investigate the quality

of service of Florida Water’s Deltona system.
