What was the cost of gas to be recovered through the PGA for the period January 2001
through December 20017

The cost of gas purchased for the period was $8,077,243.

What was the amount of gas revenue collected for the period January 2001 through
December 20017

The amount of gas revenue collected to cover the cost of gas was $7,002,952.

What is the total true-up provision for the period January 2001 through December 2001?
The total true-up provision, including interest, is an underrecovery of $1,169,766 for the
period.

What is the amount of estimated true-up included for January 2001 through December 2001
in the January 2002 through December 2002 PGA factor calculation?

The amount of estimated true-up for the period January 2001 through December 2001
included in the January 2002 through December 2002 PGA factor calculation was an
underrecovery of $156,863.
