The customer’s month will be pre paid
each month in advance, so the following month’s due date will be the same as the
commencement date.

Service Order- The written request for dedicated services executed by the customer
and the company in the format devised by the company. The signing of the Service
Order by the customer and acceptance by the company initiates the respective
obligation of the parties as set forth therein and pursuant to this tariff, but the duration
of the service is from the service commencement date.

Terms and Conditions
Service is provided on a month-to-month pre-paid basis, with one month being the
minimum.
