Dear Mrs. Bayo' : 

By this letter, ALLTEL Florida, Inc., ("ALL TEL") hereby certifies to the Florida Public Service 
Commission ("Commiss ion" ) and the Un iversal Service Administration Corporation ("USAC") that 
ALLTEL elects Path Three for Universal Service Disaggregation. Path Three is an election that permits 
carriers to self-certify a method of di~aggregation with the state commission and US AC. 

The FederaJ Communications Commission ("FCC") first announced that incumbent rural local exchange 
carriers may elect to disaggregate their high cost support in its Rural Task Force Order ("RTF Order) 
(FCC 01-( 57) issued May 23,200 1. Subsequently, the FCC issued its MAG Order (FCC 01 -304) on 
November 8, 2001, in which the deadline for rural rate of return carriers to elect which path of 
disaggregation was extended to May 15,2002. 

ALL TEL has enclosed its disaggregation plan. Included in its plan, is a descliption of the rationale used 
to dis aggregate support, including methods, data and a discussion of how the plan complies with the 
guidelines. The plan also includes a per-line amount of support for each element in each disaggregation 
zone and maps which precisely identify the boundaries of the designated disaggregation zones of support. 
Consistent with the FCC Orders, ALLTEL understands that this election becomes effective upon fi ling 
and will remain in place for at least four years subject to Commission discretion, changes in state or 
federal law or change in ownership. 

I certify that under this election, ALL TEL disaggregates support to the wire center level and that I am 
authorized to make this certification on behalf ALLTEL Florida, Inc.

(a) Disaggregated support is to the wire center level; or Study area is disaggregated to Wire Center 
level with 3 zones per study area. 

(b) Disaggregated support is into no more than two cost zones per wire center; or Wire Center level is disaggregated to one 
zone. 

(c) Disaggregation plan complies with a prior regulatory determination made by the state commission. No knowledge of prior state plan.

(b) The plan must be reasonably related to the cost of providing service for each disaggregation zone 
within each disaggregated category of support. 
(c) The plan must clearly specify the per-line level of support for each category of high-cost universal 
service support provided pursuant to 06 54.30 1,54.303, and/or 54.305 of this subpart and/or part 36, 
subpart F of this chapter in each disaggregation zone. 

(d) If the plan uses a benchmark, the carrier must provide detailed information explaining what the 
benchmark is and how it was determined. The benchmark must be generally consistent with how the 
total study area level of support for each category of costs IS derived to enable a competitive eligible 
telecommunications carrier to compare the disaggregated costs used to determine support for each cost 
zone.

Benchmark Methodology Name Description Zone Methodology 

Description 
ALLTEL has selected Path 3 for the disaggregation and targeting of support. Methodology to disaggregate study areas into zones 
is based on one zone per wire center and three zones per study area. Wire center zones are determined by comparing a wire center's 
cost per loop to the average study area cost per loop. A wire center's cost per loop is based on local COE and CWF investment at 
each wire center times the study area's annual cost factor, divided by the wire center's loops. 

Study Area Cost 
Per Loop 

Each wire center's cost per loop is compared to the study area's average cost per loop. If a wire center's cost per loop is less than 100.00% 
of the study area's cost per loop then the wire center is placed in Zone 1 .  If a wire center's cost per loop is greater than 100.00% and is 
less than 150.00% of the study area's cost per loop then the wire center is placed in Zone 2. Any wire center that has a cost per loop 
greater than 150.00% of the study area's cost per loop is placed in Zone 3. Benchmarks of 100.00% and 150.00% are based on the 
average study area cost per loop, above and below the average.

Zone Description Methodology Cost Percent 

A wire center's per line support is determined by weighting the lines in each zone to develop a percent of weighted lines in each zone to total lines. 
Total study area support is allocated to each zone based on the weighted percent to total. Allocated zone support is then divided by the number of 
lines in each wire center.
