Corporation, an exempt entity pursuant to Section 367.022(7), Florida
Statutes, should be approved and Certificate No. 482-S should be cancelled
effective July 16, 2001. Tropical Isleg Utilities Corporation, or any
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successors in interest, should be put on notice that if there is a change

in circumstance or method of operation which causes it to no longer qualify

for exemption pursuant to Section 367.022, Florida Statutes, it should
inform the Commission.
