Calculation of Distance

Usage charges for mileage sensitive services vary based on the type of service subscribed to by the
Customer. For services utilizing switched access, mileage measurements for rate schedules are based
on the distance in airline miles between rate centers associated with the originating and terminating
stations. For services utilizing dedicated access, mileage measurements for rate schedules are based
on the distance in airline miles between the BullsEye network access point associated with the

Public Telephone Surcharge

In order to recover Company expenses to comply with the FCC pay telephone compensation plan
effective on October 7, 1997 (FCC 97-371), an undiscountable per call charge is applicable to all
interstate, intrastate and international calls that originate from any domestic pay telephone used to
access the Company's services. This surcharge, which is in addition to standard tariffed usage charges

1. Summary of Significant Accounﬁng Policies

Business operations

BullsEye Telecom, Inc., formerly Enterprise Network Solutions, L.L.C., (“the Company”) was
formed as a Mlch:gan limited liability company on May 17, 1999, The Company provides
‘electronic data and voice services, primarily to businesses in the midwest United States.

On April 20, 2000, the Company converted to a Corporation. In connection with this conversion all
outstanding member units were converted into voting shares of common stock, with no par value.
All outstanding options for membership units were converted to options for commeon stock.

Cash and cash equivalents

The Company considers all highly liquid investments with a maturity of three months or less to be

cash and cash equivalents. Cash and cash equivalents are held on deposit and in money market
funds or checking accounts.

Property and equipment ‘

Property and equipment are recorded at cost. Dcprccxatzon and amortization are computed on a
straight-line basis over the estimated useful life of the assets, which range from 3 to 5 years. Upon
sale or retirement of property and equipment, the cost and related accumulated depreciation or
amortization are eliminated from the respective accounts, and the resulting gain or loss charged to
accumulated depreciation. Maintenance and repair costs are expensed as incurred.,

Deferred revenue and customer deposits

The Company receives advance payments from customers, which are recognized as revenue when
the services are performed.

Revenue recognition

The Compeny recognizes revenue from services as the services are performed. The Company
recognizes revenue from the sale of hardware when the hardware is delivered to the customer.

Estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts
of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial

statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual
results could differ from those estimates.
