THC I n t e r n e t  Serv ices ,  Inc. ( t h e  "Company") was incorpora ted  i n  t h e  
S t a t e  of Delaware on  July 11 ,2000 .  The Company se l l s  prepa id  te lephone cards  t o  
d i s t r i b u t o r s  and small r e t a i l  es tab l i shments ,  p r imar i ly  i n  t h e  N e w  Yoxk, N e w  
Jersey and Connecticut a reas .  

Use of estimates 

Management u s e s  estimates and assumptions i n  prepar ing  f i n a n c i a l  
s ta tements .  Those estimates and assumptions a f f e c t  t h e  r epor t ed  amounts of 
a s s e t s  and l i a b i l i t i e s ,  t h e  d i s c l o s u r e  of cont ingent  assets and liabilities, and 
t h e  r epor t ed  revenues and expenses.
