BellSouth submits this letter in accordance with the Florida Public Service 
Commission (FPSC or Commission) Order No. PSC- 97-0081 -FOF-TL, issued 
January 27, 1997. In that order, BellSouth is required t o  provide all of the 
evidence it will file with the FCC t o  this Commission. Since our 271 filing t o  the 
FPSC on May 31, 2001, various court rulings and orders (from both the FCC and 
this Commission) have been issued that will require modifications t o  be made to  
the statement of Generally Avaitable Terms and Conditions (SGAT) that was 
originally submitted to  the Commission attached to  the Direct Testimony of Cindy 
Cox. In general, the following modifications will be made to the SGAT prior t o  any 
BellSouth Florida filing t o  the FCC: 

Incorporation of the UNE rates pursuant t o  FPSC Order No. PSC-Ol-2051- 
FOF-TP on Reconsideration in Docket No. 990649A-TP (UNE's), issued 
October 18, 2001, and FPSC Order No. PSC-01-2017-FOF-TP in Docket 
No. 0 0 1  797-TP, issued October 9, 2001 (Covad Arbitration Order). 
Additional updates may be required upon conclusion of the 120-day Cost 
Docket. 
Incorporation of language regarding the UNE combination terms, conditions 
and rates that BellSouth n o w  makes available t o  CLECs consistent with the 
Supreme Court's May 13, 2002 ruling.

204) in CC Docket No. 98-147 regarding Collocation.
