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AGREEMENT



This Agreement, which shall become effective ten business days following the date of the last signature of both Parties (“Effective Date”), is entered into by and between Intermedia Communications, Inc., ("Intermedia") a Delaware corporation, and BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., ("BellSouth"), a Georgia corporation, having an office at 675 W. Peachtree Street, Atlanta, Georgia, 30375, on behalf of itself and its successors and assigns.


WHEREAS, the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the "Act") was signed into law on February 8, 1996; and


WHEREAS, section 252(i) of the Act requires BellSouth to make available any interconnection, service, or network element provided under an agreement approved by the appropriate state regulatory body to any other requesting telecommunications carrier upon the same terms and conditions as those provided in the agreement in its entirety; and


WHEREAS, Intermedia has requested that BellSouth make available the interconnection agreement in its entirety executed between BellSouth and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, L.L.C. dated September 12, 2001for the state of Florida.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual covenants of this Agreement, Intermedia and BellSouth hereby agree as follows:


1.
Intermedia and BellSouth shall adopt in its entirety the MCImetro Access Transmission Services, L.L.C. Interconnection Agreement dated September 12, 2001and any and all amendments to said agreement executed and approved by the appropriate state regulatory commission as of the date of the execution of this Agreement.  The MCImetro Access Transmission Services, L.L.C. Interconnection Agreement and all amendments are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.  The adoption of this agreement with amendment(s) consists of the following:

Where specifically required, notices shall be by certified or registered mail.  Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, notice by mail shall be effective on the date it is officially recorded as delivered by return receipt or equivalent, and in the absence of such record of delivery, it shall be presumed to have been delivered the fifth day, or next business day after the fifth day, after it was deposited in the mails.


4.
The Parties hereby mutually agree to delete in its entirety Attachment 4, Section 1.3 of Exhibit 1 of this Agreement, and replace it with the following: 
1.3  A minimum of one Point of Interconnection (POI), which will be established by mutual agreement of the Parties, shall be established in each LATA.  Where either Party believes that traffic loads justify establishment of additional POIs, such additional POIs must be established by mutual agreement. 

5.
The Parties hereby mutually agree to delete in its entirety Attachment 4, Section 1.3.1 of Exhibit 1 of this Agreement.

6.
The Parties hereby mutually agree to delete in its entirety Attachment 4, Section 1.4 of Exhibit 1 of this Agreement, and replace it with the following:

1.4  If the Parties choose to interconnect at a single Point of Interconnection within a LATA, the interconnection must be at a BellSouth Access Tandem. Furthermore, for LATAs served by multiple access tandems, MCIm must establish trunks from the Point of Interconnection to the remaining BellSouth access tandems where MCIm NXXs are “homed.”  It is MCIm’s responsibility to enter its own NPA/NXX access tandem “homing” arrangements into the national Local Exchange Routing Guide (LERG).

7.
The Parties hereby mutually agree to delete in its entirety Attachment 4, Section 9.3.2 of Exhibit 1 of this Agreement, and replace it with the following:

9.3.2  The Parties agree that no reciprocal compensation will be due from BellSouth for resold services purchased by Intermedia from BellSouth, even if Intermedia handed such services off to another affiliated or unaffiliated entity.  Resold service in this context refers to total service resale, not services that may have been ordered by Intermedia or its affiliated ISP out of BellSouth’s retail tariff, or the resale of contract tariff type services.  Intercarrier compensation will be due from BellSouth only when Intermedia uses its own facilities or leases facilities from a third party or from BellSouth as unbundled network elements or tariffed services.
