The real interest of the 
Public is dh"g the hydrogen sulfite problem 

Aloha bas been over two (2) y a m  with the pilot project the PSC ordered in Docket No 960545 
WU In tbe past year nothing has been done on t h i s  project. I truly believe that Aloha flaunts the 
system, Their best business practice i s  to stall. 

The order to remw the hydrogen sulfide and tbe implmentation of s a " a t ,  be delayed or 
compromised. The: date you grave thcm to accomfish this is tr, far in the future, We as customers 
can nut wait until dl the stalling r]as&ds bve been exhaulsfed The methods for the treating of 
the Wlater must be initiated Now!
