On July 23, 2002, the Commission voted on staff’s recommendation dated July 11, 2002. A
Proposed Agency Action (PAA) order is scheduled to be issued on August 12, 2002. If no protests
are filed by the end of the protest period, which is 21 days from the date that the PAA order is
1ssued, the rates and charges approved by this Commission will become final. However, the utility
must submit revised tariff pages for staff’s approval before the utility can implement new rates.
