Since the 
material is filed without confidential protection, it is considered public record; thus, the identities 
of customers using the CRA rates and rates charged to these customers do not qualify for 
confidential protection. Other elements of the rates charged to these customers such as an “ECCR 
factor” or a “PGA true-up” are set as a matter of standing Commission policy and are also 
considered public record.
