AMAFLA Telecom, I n c .  (AMAFLA) currently holds C e r t i f i c a t e  of 
Public Convenience and Necessity No. 7 4 5 1 ,  issued by the  Commission 
on May 3 0 ,  2000, authorizing the provision of Alternative Local  
Exchange (ALEC) Telecommunications service. The Division of the 
Commission C l e r k  and  Administrative Services advised our  staff t h a t  
AMAFLA had not paid  t h e  Regulatory Assessment Fees (RAFs) required 
by Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-4-0161, F l o r i d a  
Administrative Code, f o r  t h e  year 2002. Also, accrued s t a t u t o r y  
penalties and i n t e r e s t  charges f o r  l a t e  RAFs payments f o r  the year  
2 0 0 1  had n o t  been pa id .  AMAFLA was scheduled to remit i t s  RAFs by 
January 30 ,  2002. 

P u r s u a n t  to S e c t i o n  364.336, Flor ida  S t a t u t e s ,  certificate 
holders must pay a minimum annua l  RAFs of $ 5 0  i f  the c e r t i f i c a t e  
was a c t i v e  during any portion of the  calendar year. Pursuan t  to 
Rule 25-4.0161 ( 2 )  I Flo r ida  Administrative Code, the form and

applicable fees are due  to the Flor ida  Public Service Commission by 
January 30 of the  subsequent y e a r .  P u r s u a n t  to Section 350.113(4), 
Flo r ida  Statutes, the IiAFs forms, f o r  t h e  per iod  of January 1, 
through December 31, a r e  mailed to entities at least 45 days pr io r  
t o  t h e  da t e  t h a t  payment of t he  fee  i s  due. All entities t h a t  
a p p l y  f o r  certification receive a copy of o u r  r u l e s  governing. ALEC 
Telecommunicat ions se rv ice .  

After this docket was established, on July 18, 2002, Luis 
Chumaceiro, President of AMAFLA, contacted o u r  s t a f f  and requested 
t h e  2 0 0 1  RAFs r e t u r n  notice and t h e  company's options to resolve 
this docket. AMAFLA has since paid the 2001 RAFs, including accrued 
statutory penalties and interest charges, offered to contribute 
$200 to t h e  S t a t e  General Revenue Fund, and proposed t o  pay f u t u r e  
RAFs on a timely b a s i s .  

We believe that the terms of t h e  settlement agreement 
represent a fair and reasonable resolution of this matter. 
Accordingly, we hereby accept t h e  settlement offer. AMAFLA must 
comply with these requirements within 14 days from the date  of 
issuance of this Order. T h e  contribution should be identified with 
the docket number and the company name. Upon timely receipt, the 
contribution will be forwarded to t h e  Office of the Comptroller f o r  
deposit in the S t a t e  General Revenue Fund pursuant t o  Section 
3 6 4 , 2 8 5 ( 1 ) ,  F l o r i d a  S t a t u t e s .  AMAFLA h a s  waived any objection to 
the administrative cancellation of i t s  c e r t i f i c a t e  i f  it does n o t  
comply w i t h  i t s  settlement agreement. Upon remittance of the $200  
contribution o r  cancellation of the certificate, this docket shall 
be closed.  If AMAFLA's c e r t i f i c a t e  is canceled in accordance with 
this Order, AMAFLA shall immediately cease and desist providing 
ALEC telecommunications services in Florida. We are vested with 
jurisdiction over this mat te r  p u r s u a n t  t o  Sections 364.336, 364.337 
and 364.285, 364.183, Flo r ida  S t a t u t e s .  

Based on the foregoing,  it i s  

ORDERED b y  t he  Florida Public Service Commission t h a t  AMAFLA 
Telecom, Inc.'s settlement proposal s e t  f o r t h  in the body of this 
Order i s  hereby approved. It is further 

ORDER t h a t  the settlement amount must be received w i t h i n  14 
days of the issuance of this Order. It is f u r t h e r  
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ORDERED t h a t  this docket  shall remain open pending timely 
receipt of the $200 contribution. The contribution will be 
t ransmi t ted  to t h e  Comptroller f o r  deposit in the %ate of  F lo r ida  
General Revenue Fund. It is f u r t h e r  

ORDERED t h a t  if AMAFLA Telecom, Inc. f a i l s  t o  comply w i t h .  t h i s  
Order, its certificate will. be canceled administratively. It is 
f u r t h e r  

ORDERED that if AMAFLA Telecoxn, Inc .  ' s certificate i s  canceled 
i n  accordance with this Order, AMAFLA Telecom, Inc.  shall 
immediately cease and des i s t  p r o v i d i n g  alternative local exchange 
telecommunications services in Flo r ida .  It i s  further 

ORDERED t h a t  upon receipt of the $ 2 0 0  contribution o r  
cancellation of t h e  certificate t h i s  docket s h a l l  be closed.
