Please be advised that the September 16, 2002, letter to you from James V. Mesite, Jr., Senior
Project Accountant, is in error and should be disregarded.

As vou may recall. when Nassau County assumed jurisdiction over investor-owned water and
wastewartcr utilities in September, 2001, the Board also distributed a draft ordinance, which
provided for an annual franchise administration fee payable as a percentage of revenues. Florida
Public Utilities Company therefore accrued the potential fecs on its books in the event that the
County actually adopled an ordinanee imposing such a fee. We are advised by counscl that the
County never adopted any such ordinance or law prior to returning jurisdiction to the Florida
Public Service Commission in July. 2002 It is therefore our understanding that no such fees are
payable to the County for the period during which it had jurisdiction.

Our apologies for any confusion the earlier letter may have created.
