hereby files this Motion for Extension of Time and states as follows: 

1. By a memorandum dated October 7, 2002, Florida Public Service Commission 

(the Commission) Staff has recommended in Issue "A" that the Commission should abate further 

proceedings in this docket in light of the automatic stay effected by the Office of Public 

Counsel's appeal of Order No. PSC-02-1199-PAA-EI. This matter is scheduled to be heard by 

the Commission at its Agenda Conference on October 15, 2002. 

2. Pursuant to Order No. PSC-02-1177-PCO-E1, issued August 29, 2002, there is 

currently an October 11, 2002, deadline for Intervenors and Staff to file direct testimony and 

exhibits addressing the proposed market design aspects of the GridFlorida RTO. Pursuant to 

Order No. PSC-02-125 1-PCO-EI, issued September 1 1, 2002, there is currently an October 14, 

2002, deadline for Staff and parties to file responsive testimony and exhibits regarding protested 

PAA issues.
