Dear Mr. Beebe:

On October 17, 2002, the Commission received your letter dated October 14™ advising that
Integracore acquired the assets of BroadRiver in the Chapter 7 bankruptcy proceedings for
BroadRiver. Your letter advised that it is your intention to continue to provide alternative local
exchange service under BroadRiver’s name and asked what steps you needed to take to accomplish
this.

There are several things that you need to be aware of concerning BroadRiver. First of all, the
subject of Docket No. 020704-T1 deals with BroadRiver’s interexchange carrier (IXC) certificate.
On October 15, 2002, the Commissioners voted to fine BroadRiver $500 for failure to pay the 2001
Regulatory Assessment Fee. Until the Commission received your letter two days later, we were not
aware that BroadRiver had filed for bankruptcy. On October 21, 2002, Order No. PSC-02-1443-
PAA-TI was issued, which fined the company $500, copy enclosed. You have until November 11,
2002, to protest the Commission’s decision.

Second, BroadRiver’s alternative local exchange carrier (ALEC) certificate was cancelled on
September 4, 2001, in Docket No. 011173-TX at the BroadRiver’s request. This means that
BroadRiver does not currently hold an active ALEC certificate in Florida. If you wish to have an
active ALEC certificate in either BroadRiver or Integracore’s name, you would need to apply for
it. A $250 application fee is required.

Third, BroadRiver’s registration with the Florida Department of State, Division of
Corporations, was evoked on October 4, 2002, for not filing an annual report. This means that if
Integracore wishes to protest the Commission’s Order and keep BroadRiver’s IXC certificate active,
it would first have to provide proof that BroadRiver is actively registered with the Florida
Department of State.

Finally, if Integracore selects to keep BroadRiver’s IXC certificate active, it must accomplish
several things. The first is to respond to the Proposed Agency Action Order by November 11™, by
complying with Rule 28-106.201, Florida Administrative Code. If you need help with the protest,
please contact Ms. Linda Dodson at (850) 413-6216. Integracore should also pay the 2001
Regulatory Assessment Fee, including statutory penalty and interest charges. Integracore will also
need to complete an IXC application and check that it is requesting a transfer of control (the $250
application fee is not required).

This letter is being faxed to you due to the short tumaround required to protest the
Commission’s Order. The IXC application can be downloaded from the Commission’s website at
www.floridapsc.com.

WHEN TO FILE: For companies which owed a total of $10,000 or more of assessment fee for the preceding calendar year, this Regulatory
Assessment Fee Return and payment must be filed or postmarked:

On or before July 30 for the six-month period January 1 through June 30, AND
On or before January 30 for the six-month period July 1 through December 31.

For companies which owed a total of less than $10,000 of assessment fee for the preceding calendar year, this Regulatory Assessment Fee
Return and payment must be filed or postmarked:

On or before January 30 for the twelve-month period January 1 through December 31.

However, if July 30 or lanuary 30 falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or holiday, the Regulatory Assessment Fee may be filed or postmarked on
the next business day, without penalty.

FEES: Each company shall pay 0.0015 ofits gross operating revenues derived from intrastate business, as referenced in Rule 25-4.0161(1),
F.A.C. Gross Operating Revenues are defined as the total revenues before expenses. Gross Intrastate Operating Revenues are defined as
revenues fromcalls originating and terminating within Florida. Do not deduct any expenses, taxes, or uncollectibles from these amounts other
than the amount in Line 7.

On Line 7, deduct any amounts paid to another telecommunications company for the use of any telecommunications network to provide
service to its customers. Do net deduct any 1axes, federal subscriber line charges, intersiate long disiance access charges, or amounts paid
for nonregulated services such as voice mail, inside wire maintenance, or equipment purchases/rentals. DEDUCTIONS MUST BE
INTRASTATE ONLY AND MUST BE VERIFIABLE.

FAILURE TO FILE BY DUE DATE: Failure to file a return by the established due date will result in a penalty being added to the amount
of fee due, 5% for cach 30 days or fraction thereof, not to exceed a total penalty of 25% (Line 10). In addition, interest shall be added in the
amount of 1% for each 30 days or fraction thereof, not to exceed a 10tafof ]2%1per year (Line 11). A Reg,ulatory Assessment Fee Return
must be completed, signed, and filed even 1f there are no revenues to report or if the minimum amount is due.

When a company fails to timely file a Regulatory Assessment Fee Return, the Commission has the authority to order the
company to pay a penalty and/or cancel the company's certificate. The company will have an opportunity to respond to
any proposed Commission action.

EXTENSION: A request for an extension of time up to 30 days may be made by filing the enclosed Request for Extension to File
Regulatory Assessment Fee Return form (PSC/ADM-124), two weeks prior to the filing date. When an extension is granted, a charge shall
be added to the amount due:

0.75% of the fee to be remitted for an extension of 15 days or less, or
1.5% of the fee for an extension of 16 to 30 days.

In lieu of paying the charges outlined above, a company may file a return and remit dpayment based upon estimated gross operating revenues.
If such return 15 filed by the normal due date, the company shall be granted a 30-day extension period in which to file and remit the actual
fee due without paying the above charges, provided the estimated fee payment remitted is at Jeast 90% of the actual fee due for the period.

FEE ADJUSTMENTS: You will be notified as to the amount and reason for any fee adjustment. Penalty and interest charges may be
applicable to additional amounts owed the Commission by reason of the adjustment. The company may file a written request for a refund
of any overpayments. The request should be directed to Fiscal Services at the below-referenced address.

Any
person whose substantial interests are affected by the action
proposed by this order may file a petition for a formal proceeding,
in the form provided by Rule 28-106.201, Florida Administrative
Code. This petition must be received by the Director, Division of
the Commission Clerk and Administrative Services, 2540 Shumard Oak
Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0850, by the close of
business on November 11, 2002.

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become
final and effective upon the issuance of a Consummating Order.

Any objection or protest filed in this/these docket (s} before
the issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the
specified protest pericd.



PART I1 HEARINGS INVOLVING DISPUTED ISSUES OF MATERIAL FACT

28-106.201 Initiation of Proceedings.

(1) Unless otherwise provided by statute, initiation of proceedings shall be made by
written petition to the agency responsible for rendering final agency action. The term “petition”
includes any document that requests an evidentiary proceeding and asserts the existence of a
disputed issue of material fact. Each petition shall be legible and on 8 'z by 11 inch white paper.

Unless printed, the impression shall be on one side of the paper only and lines shall be double-
spaced.

(2) All petitions filed under these rules shall contain:

(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification
number, if known;

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address, and
telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service
purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s
substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination;

(c) A statement of when and how the petitioner received notice of the agency decision;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must
so indicate;

(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the
petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action;

(f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or
modification of the agency’s proposed action; and

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner
wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.

(3) Upon receipt of a petition involving disputed issues of material fact, the agency shall
grant or deny the petition, and if granted shall, unless otherwise provided by law, refer the matter
to the Division of Administrative Hearings with a request that an administrative law judge be
assigned to conduct the hearing. The request shall be accompanied by a copy of the petition and
a copy of the notice of agency action.

(4) A petition shall be dismissed if it is not in substantial compliance with subsection (2)
of this rule or it has been untimely filed. Dismissal of a petition shall, at least once, be without
prejudice to petitioner’s filing a timely amended petition curing the defect, unless it concluswely
appears from the face of the petition that the defect cannot be cured.

(5) The agency shall promptly give written notice to all parties of the action taken on the
petition, shall state with particularity its reasons if the petition is not granted, and shall state the
deadline for filing an amended petition if applicable.
