BY THE COMMISSION: 

On November 12, 2002, we issued Order No. PSC-02-1548-CO-TI 
consumating Order No. PSC-02-1443-PAA-TI and cancelling a number of 
Interexchange Telecommunication certificates f o r  violation of Rule 
25-4.0161, F.A.C., Regulatory Assessment Fees; Telecommunications 
Companies. However, due to a scrivener's error, Docket No. 020730 
was inadvertently included in the Consummating Order. The company, 
Evolution Networks South, Inc., responded to the Proposed Agency 
Action Order, paid the past due amounts, and requested voluntary 
cancellation of its certificate and, therefore, should not have 
been involuntarily cancelled. Hence, Order No. PSC-02-1548-CO-TI is 
vacated with respect to Docket No. 020730.
