Dear Mr. Maurey: 

In connection with the referenced Application recently filed by Florida Power & Light 
Company (“FPL‘l)y we wish to confirm that the capital raised pursuant to the Application would 
be used in connection with the activities of FPL and not the unregulated activities of its affiliates. 

There are a few limited instances mentioned in the Application where FPL could enter 
into obligations on behalf of its affiliates, but in each of those limited instances, the obligation 
would be for the benefit of FPL‘s utility operations, in connection with FPL‘s customers’ 
installations of energy efficiency measures, or on behalf of FPL or in connection with other 
financings by FPL. It is not FPL’s intention to incur any such obligations for any purpose other 
than those which are incident to the business and utility operations of FPL. Moreover, in the 
case of such obligations incurred to benefit the utility operations of FPL, whether by or on behalf 
of FPL, or any of its subsidiaries or affiliates or any non-affiliates, FPL agrees to clearly 
demonstrate such benefits when called upon to do so.
