FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO SERVE DISCOVERY RESPONSES

Pursuant to Order No. PSC-02-1485-PCO-TP issued October 30, 2002, as amended in Order
No. PSC-02-1485A-PCO-TP issued November 14, 2002, and Rule 28-106.206, Florida
Administrative Code, US LEC of Florida Inc. (“US LEC”) hereby requests an extension of time for
the parties to serve outstanding discovery responses in the instant docket. In support of this Motion,
US LEC states as follows:

1. Pursuant to Order No. PSC-02-1485-PCO-TP, as amended in Order PSC-02-1485A-
