ISSUE 1: Should t he  Commission grant the companies listed on Attachment A 
of staff's December 5, 2002  memorandum a voluntary cancellation of their 
respective certificates? 
RECOMMENDATION: No. The Commission should not grant the companies a 
voluntary cancellation of their respective certificates. The Commission 
should cancel each company's respective certificate on its own motion with 
an effective date as listed on Attachment A. The collection of t h e  past 
due fees should be referred to t he  Office of the Comptroller for further 

If the certificates for each company as listed on 
Attachment A are cancelled in accordance with the Commission's Order from 
this recommendation, the respective companies should be required to 
immediately cease and desist providing pay telephone service in Florida.
