UTILITIES, INC. OF FLORIDA'S MOTION TO REOPEN THE RECORD
FOR LIMITED PURPOSE OF ADMITTING CORRECTED MFR SCHEDULES

Utilities, Inc. of Florida ("UIF" or the "Company"), by and through its undersigned counsel,
respectfully requests that the Florida Public Service Commission ("Commission") reopen the record
in Docket No. 20200139-WS for the limited purpose of admitting into the record UIF's corrected
schedules of the Minimum Filing Requirements ("MFRs") that were filed in response to Staff’s
deficiency letters.

1. On June 30, 2020, UIF filed its Application for Rate Increase (" Application").

2. As required by Rule 25-30.437, F.A.C., UIF's MFRs accompanied UIF's
Application. Accompanying the Application was also the Prefiled Direct Testimony of Deborah
Swain, to which the MFR’s were an exhibit. Staff reviewed the MFRs and determined that they did
not met to the Rule's requirements. See August 5, 2020, and August 28, 2020, letters from Andrew
Maurey to Martin S. Friedman (Document Nos. 04235-2020 and 05345-2020). Responses were
filed by UIF on August 24, 2020, and August 30, 2020, respectively (Document Nos. 04823-2020
and 05323-2020). Office of Public Counsel was copied on the deficiency responses which included
the corrected MFR schedules. The Commission Staff and all parties of record have had access
throughout this proceeding to complete MFR.

3. In its original MFRs, the Utility reflected test year revenues of $16,603,928 for water
and $20,305,882 for wastewater. (Exh. 48, p. 49-50) The test year revenues consist of service

revenues of $16,243,430 and miscellaneous revenues of $360,497 for water. For wastewater, test



year revenues consist of service revenues of $19,974,976 and miscellaneous revenues of $330,906.
Pursuant to the audit report, the Utility understated the number of water residential bills by 1,323 in
its original MFR Schedule E-2, which results in the understatement of water test year revenues by
$14,923. (Exh. 90)

4. In addition, the Utility had a price index adjustment during the test year resulting in
an increase to service rates and miscellaneous service charges. However, in its original MFRs, the
Utility annualized services revenues, but it did not annualize miscellaneous revenues. Annualizing
for the increase in miscellaneous service charges results in miscellaneous revenues of $363,563 for
water and $333,719 for wastewater. (Exh. 148) As a result, test year revenues should be increased
by $3,066 ($363,563-$360,497) for water and $2,813 ($333,719 - $330,909) for wastewater.

5. OPC’s arguments pertain to UIF’s requested revenue increase rather than the test
year revenues. Based on the above, the appropriate test year revenues for UIF’s water and
wastewater systems are $16,621,916 and $20,308,695, respectively. UIF’s test year revenues should
be increased by $17,989 (514,923 + $3,066) for water and $2,813 for wastewater.

6. To facilitate deliberations on UIF’s Application, UIF requests that the Commission
reopen the record in Docket No. 20200139-WS for the limited purpose of admitting into the record
Exhibit 210, entitled "Deficiency Responses".

7. The Commission has stated that, in any matter which goes to hearing, "we reserve
the right to reopen the record if at the conclusion of the proceeding we determine that the record
is insufficient." Order No. PSC-04-0395-PCO-TP, Docket No. 001503-TP, dated April 14, 2004,
at page 3, n.2. On several prior occasions, the Commission has reopened the record of proceedings
to admit evidence when the public interest would be served by doing so.' In circumstances similar
in many respects to the ones at hand, the Commission reopened the record in Docket No. 070299-
EI to admit Gulf Power Company's Amended Storm Hardening Plan. The Plan had been provided

to all parties in the proceeding well in advance of hearing, it had been relied upon in testimony and
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briefing, and positions of the parties were predicated upon it, but the Plan had not been admitted
into the record. The Commission found that reopening the record and admitting the Plan into
evidence served a great public interest, because no one was prejudiced by its admission, it
documented the basis for Gulf’s intended storm hardening activities, and excluding it would simply
result in unnecessary delay. Order No. PSC-07-1022-FOF-EI, dated December 28, 2007, at pages
6-7. UIF submits that each of those factors equally supports admission of UIF's corrected MFRS
into the record of this proceeding. See, e.g., Order No. PSC-07-0483-PCO-EU, Docket No. 06063 5-
EU, dated June 8, 2007; Order No. PSC-00-1 777-PCO-TP, dated September 28, 2000, Docket No.
980119-TP; Order No. PSC-99-0093-FOF-WS, dated January 15, 1999, Docket No. 950495-WS;
Order No. PSC-98-0509-PCO-SU, dated April 14, 1998, Docket No. 950387-SU, Order No. PSC-

2009-0744-PCO-EI, dated November 10, 2009 in Docket No. 20090130-EI.
8. No party of record will be prejudiced by the relief sought through this Motion. As
described above, UIF’s corrections to MFRs have been available to all parties since they were filed

on August 21, 2020 and August 31, 2021.

9. The undersigned counsel has spoken to counsel for the Office of Public Counsel, and
Commission Staff, neither of whom objects to this Motion.

10.  UIF respectfully requests that the presiding officer rule promptly on this Motion.

WHEREFORE, Utilities, Inc. of Florida respectfully requests the Commission to reopen the
record in Docket 20200139-WS for the limited purpose of admitting into the record as Exhibit 210,
UIF's corrections of the deficiencies to Minimum Filing Requirements, and to immediately re-close

the record thereafter.

I) MER Schedule F-1, All Water Systems.

RESPONSE: It is assumed that the reconciliation requested is that of the
MFR F-1 schedules to the Annual Report W-11 schedules. The
information developed in the F-1 and W-11 schedules is generally the
same, and although the formats of the schedules, developed by the PSC,
are not consistent, the information is reconcilable. They contain two types
of information — (1) gallons pumped, purchased and other uses and (2)
gallons sold. They are reconciled separately below:

Gallons Pumped Purchased and Other Uses

Both the W-11 and F-1 schedules have columns for water purchased,
pumped and other uses and in typical situations the information entered
should be the same on both schedules. The source for water pumped
should be the Monthly Operating Reports (MORs) filed with the Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP). However, for many of
the systems in this case, adjustments were made for master meter
recalibration carried out during the year. Since there is no column for
adjusted readings on Schedule W-11, the utility included the adjustments
along with other use in col. D of that schedule, even though they are not
another use. However, in Schedule F-1, we were able to add a column
showing gallons corrected for meter error and show actual other uses as
they were recorded. As a result, the entries in the column for other uses
are different on the two forms, the difference being the error correction.
To reconcile that the information on both schedules is the same, a
comparison was made of the total gallons pumped and purchased less
““other uses™. If they are the same, the schedules are reconciled. Of the 21
water systems in this case, 17 of them were able to be directly reconciled.
The reconciliation is shown on the Attachment to Deficiency Response 1.1.,
page 1. The four remaining systems did not reconcile directly. For the
Labrador and Pennbrooke systems, gallons pumped as shown on the F-1
schedules came from MORs that were later corrected in one or more
months, but not reflected on the W-11 schedules. When these corrections
are accounted for, the information reconciles. These are also shown on
the Attachment  to  Deficiency Response 1., page 1. For
the Sanlando system, Schedule W-11 used flows measured at the high
service pumps, not the wells, which has been found to be inaccurate. The
gallons shown on Schedule F-1 use the gallons read at the wells and is
consistent with what is reported for the MORs. In addition, Schedule W-
11 does not reflect meter corrections. When these are accounted for, the
information reconciles. Finally, for the LUSI system, the F-1 schedule
inadvertently did not reflect all of the other uses and had to be corrected.
This does not affect any other schedule. See attached LUSI Combined
Schedule F-1 Revised 8/10/2020. All reconciling calculations are shown
on the Attachment to Deficiency Response 1.1., page 1.

Gallons Sold

The gallons sold used on Schedule F-1 and also F-9, are taken from the
utility’s billing summaries. The gallons used on Schedule W-11 are from
field readings before any adjustments, so they are not expected to be the
same, but should be very close. When compared, the totals for all systems
are within 0.436%. In preparing the F schedules, total gallons sold was
also compared to that shown on MFR Schedule E-2 and E-14. These totals
are within 0.656%. Since the differences were so small, no attempt was
made to track down the differences, system by system. In the F schedules,
the gallons sold is only used in MFR Schedule F-9, for estimating historic
growth, not for setting rates. The reconciliation of gallons sold is shown
on Attachment to Deficiency Response 1.1., page 2.

MFR Schedule F-2, Eagle Ride, Labrador, LUSI Barrington, Marion,
Pennbrooke, Summertree, and Tierra Verde.

RESPONSE: It is assumed that the reconciliation requested is of the total
gallons treated as shown on the MFR F-2 schedules to the Annual Report
S-12 schedules for the above systems. In preparing the F-2 schedules, the
data summarized by the utility for each system was cross checked against
the DMRs which are the source for both the MFR F-2 schedule and the
Annual Report S-12 schedule. In doing so there were several instances
where it was found that the summation of daily flows on the DMRs was
arithmetically incorrect. In those instances, the DMRs were corrected and
accurately reflected in the MFR. The annual reports were not
updated. Those systems are: Eagle Ridge, Marion and Pennbrooke. In the
case of Labrador, the initial DMR for November showed the total flows
rounded to a whole number, 2. The corrected DMR shows it rounded to
three places, 2.046. With this correction the total gallons treated on
Schedule S-12 reconciles to that shown on MFR Schedule F-2. In the case
of LUSI Barrington, there was a typographical error in the entry
for July used in the MFR. When this entry is corrected, MFR Schedule F-2
reconciles to S-13. This correction does not affect any other schedules.
See attached LUSI Barrington Schedule F-2 page 2 Revised 8/10/020 In
the case of Tierra Verde, treatment is purchased from the City of St.
Petersburg. The City has a master meter which measures the combined
flows treated from both Tierra Verde and Fort Desoto, a public park that
is outside the boundary of Tierra Verde. Ft. Desoto is separately metered,
and Tierra Verde is billed by the city for the residual gallons. In October,
the gallons billed to Tierra Verde were evaluated and found to be
overstated. The City was informed, and the bills were restated to a lower
amount. This is reflected in MFR Schedule F-2, but not in S-12 of the
annual report. When this is taken into consideration, S-12 reconciles to F-
2. In the case of Summertree, treatment is purchased from Pasco County.
Gallons billed is the amount read at the County Master Meter totalizer

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and these are the gallons shown on MFR Schedule F-2. The amount
shown on S-12 erroneously shows the 47.718 mg treated water gallons
purchase rather than the 36.535 mg wastewater gallons treated. However,
in researching this deficiency, it was found the totalizer gallons shown on
MFR Schedule F-2, are those gallons matching the water meter reading
dates, which are less than for the full year. Therefore, Schedule F-2 is
corrected to show the 36.535 mg wastewater treatment purchased for the
full year, and as a fallout, MFR Schedule F-6, page 2, is revised to show a
2.14% excess 1&1 for the system. See attached Pasco-Summertree
Schedules F-2 and F-6, page 2, Revised 8/10/2020.
