Dear Mr. Tei tzman: 

On behalf of Pluris Wedgefield, LLC ("Pluris" or "Utility") this letter is the response to 
Staffs First Data Request dated November 30, 2023 . 

1. According the MFR Schedule B-3 , the Utility has proposed an increase in O&M expense 

of $237,010 due to proforma costs related to corporate restructuring. Please provide all of 
the Utility's calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the corporate 
restructuring costs. 
RESPONSE: Attachment #1 is the spreadsheet for the calculation supporting the O&M 
expense due to proforma costs related to corporate restructuring. The spreadsheet in 
excel format will be provided to Staff. Costs for the TY 2022 were allocated across six 
utilities based on customer count. However, two utilities will be sold effective November 
9, 2023, so the continuing costs will increase to the remaining utilities. Also, the water 
utility in Alabama has only one customer so that allocation should be updated to 
correctly allocate the corporate costs. Cost savings of approximately $150k are expected 
in reductions in force and these savings have been factored into the calculation. The 
total of these changes results in costs allocated to the remaining utilities, of which Pluris 
Wedgefield will pick up an additional $237,010 for Water and $237,010 for Wastewater. 
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2. According to MFR Schedule B-7, since its last rate case, the Utility has shifted from using 
contractual services to employing an in-house staff. The following questions relate to the 
Utility’s test year expenses for employees and contractual services. 

a. Please provide justification for switching the Utility’s operations from solely 
contractual services to a combination of full time employees and contractual 
services. 
RESPONSE: The Utility was purchased in 2009 and did not have the necessary 
staffing to cover all operational and back-office support.  The simplest way to 
bridge that gap was to hire a third-party operator.  In 2012, Pluris decided to 
bring the operations and support staff in-house in order to enable management 
to effect change more quickly and respond to customer inquiries more efficiently. 

 

b. Please provide a specific breakdown of each position, including employees, 
officers, and/or directors, by job title/description, position responsibilities, and 
compensation for each year since the last rate case. 
RESPONSE: Pluris is providing the requested employee information as 
ATTACHMENT #2b, to be held pursuant to a request for confidential 
classification being filed simultaneous herewith.  Compensation for the 2022 Test 
Year has been provided. 

 

c. Has the Utility previously commissioned an organization or management study to 
justify any changes in labor? If so, please provide the study. 
RESPONSE: No 

 

d. Has the Utility previously commissioned an operational audit or does it plan to in 
the near future. 
RESPONSE: No 

 

e. Please provide a description of the services performed by the vendors in 
Contractual Services-Accounting and how they differ from services performed by 
full time employees. 
RESPONSE: 89% of the services performed by the vendors in Contractual 
Services-Accounting were for external audit and the remaining 11% of services 
were payroll processing costs.  These are necessary costs incurred for loan 
compliance and payroll, neither of which can be performed by Pluris’ full-time 
employees. 

 

f. Pease provide a description of the services provided by the vendors in Contractual 
Services-Legal and how they differ from duties performed by full time employees. 
RESPONSE: The services provided by the vendors in Contractual Services-Legal 
are legal services provided by attorneys.  Pluris does not employ any attorneys. 
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g. Please provide a description of the services provided by the vendors in Contractual 
Services-Management Fees and how they differ from duties performed by full time 
employees. 
RESPONSE: The services provided by the vendors in Contractual Services-
Management Fees are allocated expenses from head office personnel (see the 
documentation provided for response to Item #1 above for detail).  Those services 
include, but are not limited to, the following:  operational oversight, managerial 
expertise, engineering services, accounting services, fleet vehicle management, 
financial review and loan compliance, administrative support, human resources, 
and IT support. The full-time employees of Pluris Wedgefield do not provide these 
services. 
 

h. Please provide a description of the services provided by the vendors in Contractual 
Services-Testing and how they differ from the duties of full time employees. 
RESPONSE: The services provided by the vendors in Contractual Services-
Testing are for required compliance testing by labs. 

 

i. Please provide a description of the services provided by the vendors in Contractual 
Services-Other and how they differ from the duties of full time employees. 
RESPONSE: The services provided by the vendors in Contractual Services-Other 
include the following: alarm monitoring service, backflow testing, air compressor 
maintenance, fire extinguisher service, hosting fee, AED lease fee, and repairs to 
lines or motors not able to be performed by in-house staff.  Pluris does its own 
repairs as much as possible but will contract out work if more help is needed than 
the staffing available. 
 

3. According to MFR Schedule B-9, page 1 of 2, the Utility incurred expenses of $993,608 

to Pluris Management Group, LLC. Please provide the contract agreement and any other 

relevant information concerning the agreement between Pluris Management Group, LLC. 

and the Utility. 

RESPONSE: Attachment #3 is the Master Management Services Agreement between 

Pluris Management Group, LLC and the companies it supports, including Pluris 

Wedgefield, LLC.  Pluris Management Group has employed the head office personnel 

and billing and collections personnel since January 2022.  Prior to that time, Pluris 

Holdings employed these personnel.  Due to the shift to Pluris Management Group from 

Pluris Holdings, it was determined that a services agreement between companies should 

be drafted.  This was officially documented in 2022. 
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4. The following questions refer to the Utility’s rate case expense.  

 

a. For each individual person, in each firm providing consulting services to the Utility 

in this docket, provide the billing rate, and an itemized description of work 

performed. Please provide detail of hours worked associated with each activity. 

Also provide a description and associated cost for all expenses incurred to date. 

RESPONSE: Please see Attachment #4. 

 

b. For each firm or consultant providing services for the Utility in this docket, please 

provide copies of all invoices for services provided to date. 

RESPONSE: Please see Attachment #4. 

 

c. If rate consultant invoices are not broken down by hour, please provide reports that 

detail by hour, a description of actual duties performed, and amount incurred to 

date. 

RESPONSE: Please see Attachment #4. 

 

d. Please provide an estimate of costs to complete the case, by hour, for each 

consultant or employee, including a description of estimated work to be performed, 

and detail of the estimated remaining expense to be incurred through the PAA 

process. 

RESPONSE: Please see Attachment #4. 

 

e. Please provide an itemized list of all other costs estimated to be incurred through 

the PAA process. 

RESPONSE: Please see Attachment #4. 

 

5. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 618 Chemicals Expense increased 
substantially in June, September, October, and December 2022, when compared to other 
months. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support 
documentation for the above increase, in Chemicals Expense.  
RESPONSE: The increase is mainly due to the timing of receipt of invoices.  June 
included two invoices dated 5/31.  October included two invoices for September as well 
as an order for MIEX Doc Resin which is a larger non-recurring expense.  September 
included two orders for chlorine dioxide when most months have two orders.  December 
included one invoice from October and two from November. December also included an 
adjustment for $28k to true-up a monthly expense that was prepaid in Dec 2021 but was 
not expensed from Apr-Dec 2022, resulting in 8 months of prepaid chemical expense in 
one. 
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6. According to MFR Schedule B-5,  Account No. 618 Chemical Expense decreased 
substantially in January 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide all of the 
Utility’s calculations, basis, work papers, and support documentation for the above 
decrease in Chemicals Expense.  
RESPONSE:  January only included one invoice and a monthly prepaid expense 
adjustment.  February included the receipt of a January invoice.  Had that invoice been 
received in January, then January’s expense would have been $7k greater. 
 

7. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 634 Contractual Services - Mgmt. Fees 
Expense increased substantially in March and September 2022, when compared to other 
months. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support 
documentation for the above increase in Contractual Services – Mgmt. Expense.  
RESPONSE: March included employee performance bonus payments that were accrued 
throughout the year but reversed in January, creating a negative expense in January.  
Had these accruals been reversed in March then the net effect would have been 
immaterial.  September included three payrolls instead of two for a typical month. 

 
8. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 634 Contractual Services - Mgmt. Fees 

Expense decreased substantially January 2022, when compared to other months. Please 
provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for 
the above Decrease in Contractual Services Expense. 
RESPONSE:  See response to #7 above. 
 

9. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 635 Contractual Services – Testing 
Expense increased substantially in February and December 2022, when compared to other 
months. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support 
documentation for the above increase in Contractual Services – Testing Fees Expense. 
RESPONSE: February included a January invoice.  December included an October 
invoice. 
 

10. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 636 Contractual Services – Other Expense 
increased substantially in May 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide all 
of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the above 
increase in Contractual Services – Other Expense.  
RESPONSE: May included two non-recurring invoices, one for the cost of a repair to 
fix the water feed line to the polishers and another for compliance fire hydrant flow 
testing.   
 

11. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No, 650 Transportation Expenses increased 
substantially in September 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide all of the 
Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the above increase 
in Transportation Expense. 
RESPONSE: September included an August invoice. 
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12. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 659 Insurance – Other Expense increased 
substantially in January, and December 2022, when compared to other months. Please 
provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for 
the above increase, in Insurance – Other Expense. 
RESPONSE: January included non-recurring adjustments to true-up the excess liability 
insurance.  December included an additional auto policy due to the addition of a vehicle.  
 

13. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 670 Bad Debt Expense increased 
substantially in January and December 2022, when compared to other months. Please 
provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for 
the above increase in Bad Debt Expense. 
RESPONSE: There was no bad debt expense in January.  Bad debt is analyzed and 
recorded in December each year.  Receivables greater than 90 days old are written off 
and then the remaining receivable balance in the General Ledger is compared to the 
subledger, with any remaining difference expensed to bad debt. 
 

14. According to MFR Schedule B-5, Account No. 675 Miscellaneous Expenses increased 
substantially in January, and March 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide 
all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the above 
increase, in Miscellaneous Expenses.  
RESPONSE: January included Meals & Entertainment for employee goodwill/retention 
expenses from December 2021.  March included Travel expense for airfare that is not a 
typical recurring expense. 
 

15. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 716, Fuel for Power Purchased Expense 

only has an amount recorded in April 2022. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, 

basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the Fuel for Power Purchased recorded 

in April 2022. 

RESPONSE: April included one invoice for generator fuel. 

 

16. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 720, Materials & Supplies Expense 

increased significantly in August 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide all 

of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the above 

increase in Materials & Supplies Expense. 

RESPONSE: August included four invoices for materials/supplies whereas the next 

greatest month only had two invoices. 

 

17. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 732, Contractual Services – Accounting 

Expense increased significantly in April, May, and December 2022, when compared to 

other months. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and 

support documentation for the above increases in Contractual Services – Accounting. 
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RESPONSE: April, May, and December included invoices from our external auditor, 

Whitley Penn. 

 

18. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 733, Contractual Services – Legal Expense 

only has amounts in February, April, June, October, and November 2022. Please provide 

all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the 

recorded months of Contractual Services – Legal. 

RESPONSE: Legal expenses were only invoiced in those months. 

 

19. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 734, Contractual Services – Management 

Fees Expense decreases significantly in January 2022, when compared to other months. 

Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support 

documentation for the above decrease in Contractual Services – Management Fees. 

RESPONSE: See response to #7 above. 

 

20. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 735, Contractual Services – Testing 

Expense increases significantly in December 2022 when compared to other months. Please 

provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for 

the above increase in Contractual Services – Testing. 

RESPONSE: Invoices from March through June for our previous compliance testing 

vendor, Eurofins, were not received and processed until December. 

 

21. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 736, Contractual Services – Other Expenses 

increases significantly in October 2022, when compared to other months. Please provide 

all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the above 

increase in Contractual Services – Other. 

RESPONSE: October included invoices received for pump rentals due to the hurricane. 

 

22. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No. 742, Rental Equipment Expense only has 

an amount recorded in November 2022. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, 

basis, workpapers, and support documentation for the Contractual Services – Legal 

recorded in November 2022. 

RESPONSE: November included an invoice received for additional pump rentals due to 

the hurricane (similar to #21 above). 

 

23. According to MFR Schedule B-6, Account No.  770, Bad Debt Expense only has an amount 

recorded in December 2022. Please provide all of the Utility’s calculations, basis, 
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workpapers, and support documentation for the Bad Debt Expense recorded in December 

2022. 

RESPONSE: See response to #13 above. 

 

24. Please refer to the pumping capacity listed on Schedule F-3 and referenced in Schedule F-
5, page 2, line 3. The capacities do not match the amounts in the Utility’s 2023 Annual 
Report, page W-11. Please reconcile the differences. 
RESPONSE: The pumping capacity referenced in Schedule F-5 has already been 
updated in response to the PSC deficiency letter to match the capacities listed in the 
utility’s most recent DEP sanitary survey.  The 2023 Annual Report will be updated to 
reflect these values when filed in 2024. 
 

25. Please refer to the required Fire Flow in Schedule F-3. The value does not match the 
amount in the Utility’s 2023 Annual Report, page W-14. Please reconcile the differences. 
RESPONSE: Required fire flow on Schedule F-3 has already been updated in response 
to the PSC deficiency letter, resulting in a change to 2,600 gpm for 4 hours. The 2023 
Annual Report will be updated to reflect this value when filed in 2024. 
 

26. Please refer to the SFR Gallons sold in Schedule F-10. These values are identical to the 
values in Schedule 9, but are for fewer Total SFR ERCs. Please provide revised values 
reflecting the lower ERCs or provide an explanation why the flows remain constant when 
the ERCs do not. 
RESPONSE: Schedule F-10 has already been updated in response to the PSC deficiency 
letter which addresses this item.

MASTER MANAGEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT 

THIS MASTER MANAGEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT (this "Agreement"), dated as 
of May 1, 2022 (the "Effective Date"), is entered into by and among Pluris Management Group, LLC, 
a Texas limited liability company ("Operator"), and the entities listed on Exhibit A attached hereto 
(each a "Company" and collectively, the "Companies"). 

WITNESSETH 

WHEREAS, Operator is in the business of performing certain operations and management 
services; and 

WHEREAS, each Company desires to engage Operator to provide the services more 
particularly described herein with respect to each Company and its operations. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth and for 
other valuable consideration, the parties hereto hereby agree as follows: 

1. Engagement of Operator. Each Company hereby engages Operator to provide the 
services provided for in this Agreement, and Operator hereby accepts each such engagement, effective 
as of the Effective Date. 

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall commence as of the Effective Date and shall 
continue until the first (1 st) anniversary thereof; provided that, on such first (1 st) anniversary of the 
Effective Date and each annual anniversary thereafter, this Agreement shall be deemed to be 
automatically extended, upon the same terms and conditions, for successive periods of one (1) year, 
unless terminated earlier pursuant to Section 6 of this Agreement. Any period during which Operator 
is providing services to a Company hereunder is hereinafter referred to as a "Term." 

3. Operator's Responsibilities. Operator will (i) render customer-facing services and 
related services on an as-needed basis to each Company and its subsidiaries, if any; (ii) advise and 
assist each Company concerning any and all aspects of the operations of each Company and its 
subsidiaries; (iii) perform the services described on Exhibit B attached hereto; and (iv) consult with the 
board of managers or similar governing body, as applicable, of each Company (the "Board") in 
connection with the foregoing (collectively, the "Services"). 

4. Management Fee. As compensation for the services provided hereunder, each Company 
shall pay Operator a monthly management fee (the "Management Fee") in an amount equal to the 
actual costs and expenses incurred by Operator in providing the Services to such Company,plus a 5% 
administration fee. The Management Fee shall be payable monthly, in arrears;provided, however, that 
the Management Fee may be payable quarterly or annually, subject to the mutual agreement of Operator 
and the applicable Company. The Management Fees payable for the first calendar quarter of2022 shall 
be due and payable in arrears on the Effective Date. Operator shall maintain all invoice and related 
documentary support for its accounting of the Management Fee for the duration of the Term and for 
one ( 1) year thereafter. 

5. Services to Other Clients of Operator. Operator shall not be precluded or limited in any 
way from providing comparable or related services to other clients of Operator, including clients that 
may directly compete with any Company.

6. Termination Rights. 

(a)

Termination by each Company. Each Company shall have the right to terminate 

(i) immediately upon the giving of notice of termination of this Agreement 
to Operator on or after that date that is the five (5) year anniversary of the Effective Date; and 

(ii) immediately upon the giving of notice to Operator if Operator or any 
principal thereof shall have committed any act or made any omission of gross negligence, 
willful misconduct or fraud, or if Operator shall have breached this Agreement in any material 
respect (and such breach shall remain uncured thirty (30) days' written notice thereof from each 
Company to Operator unless Operator cures such breach within such thirty (30)-day period or, 
if such breach cannot reasonably be cured within such thirty (30)-day period, Operator has 
commenced diligent efforts to cure such default and accomplishes such cure within a reasonable 
time thereafter); 

(iii) immediately upon the business of each Company having been 
completely wound-up. 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the termination of this Agreement by a Company pursuant to this 
Section 6(a) shall not terminate this Agreement with respect to any other Company. 

(b) Termination by Operator. Operator shall have the right to terminate this 
Agreement with respect to any Company, with or without cause, immediately upon notice to such 
Company. 

7. Termination Adjustments. Upon any termination of this Agreement, Operator shall be 
entitled to retain and be paid for any fees earned under this Agreement through the effective date of 
termination but shall promptly remit to the applicable Company the pro rata portion of any fees held 
by Operator attributable to that Company for any period following the effective date of termination. 
Operator shall be entitled to such reimbursements of expenses as are permitted hereunder for the period 
ending upon the effective date of termination. 

8. Standard of Conduct. Neither Operator, nor any member, manager, principal, owner, 
officer, director, employee, attorney, agent, representative or affiliate of Operator shall be liable to any 
Company for any act or omission made by such person in the absence of its own fraud, willful 
misconduct or gross negligence in the performance of its duties under this Agreement; provided that 
no such person shall be liable by reason of a mistake in judgment made in good faith or for taking any 
action or for refraining to take any action based upon the advice or opinion of legal counsel. 

9. Notices. Any notices required to be delivered hereunder shall be in writing and must be 
delivered either by hand in person, by electronic communication, by U.S. certified mail, return receipt 
requested or by nationally recognized overnight delivery service and shall be deemed given when so 
delivered by hand (with written or electronic confirmation of receipt), sent by electronic 
communication (with confirmation of delivery from sender's equipment) or, if mailed by U.S. certified 
mail, three (3) days after the date of deposit in the U.S. mail, or if delivered by overnight delivery 
service when received by the addressee, in each case at the appropriate addresses set forth below ( or to 
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such other addresses as a party may designate for that purpose upon fifteen (15) days written notice to 
the other party).

11. Miscellaneous Provisions. 

(a) Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement among the 
parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior agreement or 
undertaking among them with respect to such subject matter. 

(b) Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, 
each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument. 

( c) Modification. No change or modification of this Agreement shall be of any force 
unless such change or modification is in writing and has been signed by all of the parties hereto.
