Inc., one dollar per day, for a
oral of $176.00, for its rfailure to timely file its 1986
nnual Report. The utility had earlier stated, in its timely
espcnse to show cause Order No. 13572, that it believed it had
tiled its 1986 Annual Report within the required deadline.
Wihen 1t was informed by Startf that the report had not been
received, the Company had provided another copy to Staff. At
our August 16, 1983, Agenda Conference, we voted to fine the
utility 3$176.00 instead of the $528.00 proposed by our show
cause order. We regquested, however, that the utility mail us a
copy of a certified mail receipt showing that the utility had,

in fact, timely mailed its 1987 Annual Report. ne utility has
mailed a copy of this receipt and has stated again that it
timely mailed its 1986 Annual Report. Wratever oproblem

occurred with the 1987 Annual Report. the utility srtates,
evidently, occurred when it mailed 1ts 1986 Annuai Repore.

Our Staff has attempted, unsuccessfully, rtc wvertify our
failure to timely receive either of these Annual Reports.
Accordingly, it appears that the utility may vaory well be
correct im its statement that it timely mailed both of these
reports. For this reason, we dismiss the $176.00 fine we
levied by Order No. 13891, and close this docket.

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's final
action in this matter may request: 1) reconsideration of the
decision by filing a motion for reconsideration with the
Director, Division of Records and Reporting within fitteen (15)
days of the issuance of this order in tne torm prescriced by
Rule 25-22.060, Florida Administrative Ccde; or 2) judicial
review by the Florida Supreme Court in rthe case of &n electric,
gas or telephone utility or the First Districet Cour. of Appeal
in the case of a water or sewer utility by fiiing a nctice of
appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with
the appropriate court. This filing must be completed within
thirty (30) days atter the issuance of this order, pursuant to
Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice
of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a),
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
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
