The a pplication 
contained the required background information and its proposed 
tariff. After having considered the application, it appears that 
the Company is technically capable of providing service. 
Therefore , we find that it is in the public interest to grant a 
certificate to AMERIFAX, INC., d/b/a AFAX, and it is our intention 
to grant the certificate. I nterexchange carriers {IXCs) are 
subject to the provisions of Rules 25-24.455 through 2 5- 24.495, 
Florida Administrative Code. Addi tionally, by order No. 16804, 
IXCs are prohibited rom constructing facilities to bypass a local 

xchange company without express prior approval from the 
Comr.u.ssion.

the case of a water or sewer utility by filing a notice of appeal
