ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILING 

On March 1, 1991 AT&T Communications of the Southern States 
(ATT-C or the company) filed a tariff to intr oduce billing 
enhancements to its existing All PRO WATS(sm) service. The 
company's All PRO WATS in Florida is a one way, multipoint service 
which allows customers to originate outbound WATS calls, v ia 
c ustomer-provider local exchange access lines, that terminate at 
points within this state. The service is currently available to the 
general public and priced at 1St less than ATT-C' s intrastate 
direct distance dialed calls (DDD). There are no recurring service 
charges for All PRO WATS(sm); however, the service is avai l able 
only to customers who subscribe to ATT-C' s interstate PRO WATS 
service which has a $5.00 monthly recurri ng charge. 

We find that the instant filing will allow ATT-C to offer 3 
additional billing enhancements to its All PRO WATS(sm) . These 
three additional features are: (1) sub-minute timing of calls, (2) 
volume discounts, and (3) a more simplified rate structure. 

ATT-C asserts that the filing is r evenue neutral a nd that the 
proposed rates will cover the costs of providing the service . We 
have reviewed cost data from the company and agree. In the 
aggregate, the proposed tariff is revenue neutral; however , it will 
cause some customer bills to increase while others d ecrease-­
depending upon the customer's calling pattern. 

Under the proposed tariff, the revised rate structure will be 
available only where technology permits. This provision is 
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necessary because not all of the company's LEC bille rs will be able 
to bill the restructured rates immediately. Thus, ATT-C will 
retain its current All PRO WATS(sm) rates to be used until the new 
rates can be implemented. LECs will implement the new rate 
structure as they are able to do so and the company will elim · nate 
its current All PRO WATS(sm) rate structure when all of its billers 
have converted to the new rate structure . 

This filing is consistent with other offerings and we find it 
to be appropriate. The filing will provide a number o f billing 
enhancements to ATT-C's All Pro WATS(sm) and still cover 
incremental costs. Therefore, we approve this tariff with an 
effective date of Apri l 2, 1991, subject to the protest lan~uage 
set forth below. 

Therefore based on the forgoing it is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
propose d tariff filinq by AT&T Communications of the Southern I 
States to revise the r ate structure for All Pro WATS(sm) in Florida 
to include bi l ling enhancements is hereby approved . It is further 

ORDERED that this tariff shall become effective on April 2, 
1991 . If a timely protest is filed, this tariff shall remain in 
effect with any increases held subject to refund pending resolution 
of the protest. If no timely protest is filed, this Docket shall 
be closed at the end of the protest period.

I n the absence of such a petition, this Order sha l l become 
final on the day subse~tent to the above date. 

Any obj ect ion or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this Order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the fore go i ng conditions and is r e ne wed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this Order becomes fi nal on the date des cribed above, a ny 
party adversely affected may request j udicial review by the Florida 
Supreme Court in the case o f an electric, gas or telephone utility 
or by the First District Court of Appeal in the case o f a water or 
sewer utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal a nd the filing fee with the appropriate court. This 
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days of the date this 
Order becomes final, pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure . The notice of appeal must be in the for m 
specified i n Rule 9.900{a), Flor ida Rules o f Appel late Procedure . 
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
