NOTICE Of PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 

QRPER APPROVING CERTAIN CONSERVATION PROGRAMS 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Public Ser vice 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become fina l unles s a person whose interests are 
adversely affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code . 

On February 12, 1990 Florida Power and Light Company (FPL) 
fil d its " Demand Side Management Plan for the 1990s" in response 
to Commission Order No. 22176. FPL proposed to amend the existing 
Conoorvation Water Heating Program by discontinu i ng the solar wate r 
h ating portion of that program . In support of that proposal FPL 
indicated that th~ solar wa ter heating portion of the program was 
no longer cost effective to the general body of ratepayers , and 
thorofare should be discontinued. On October 2, 1990 the 
Co=mission issued Proposed Agenc y Ac tion Order No. 23560, approving 
FPL ' s demand side p lan s ubject to certain conditions . 

On October 23 , 1990, two petitions were filed requesting 
fon:1al proceedings on a limited aspect to Order No. 23560 ; (1) 
tho Joint Petition of the Independent Savings Plan Compa ny, Solar 
City, Inc . and Solar Hea t i ng Sys tems; and , ( 2) the peti tion of the 
Florida Solar Energy Industries Association. The petitions 
r qu oted formal proceedings on Order No. 23560 , but only to that 
portion of FPL' s conservation plan that would eliminate the solar 
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water heating incentives in the Conservation Wate r Heating Program. 
Thereafter the parties filed a joint peti tion requesting deferral 
ot !urthc r action i n this docket for 180 days . On October 24, 1990 
O.rdor No. 23667 wa s issued granting that request and deferred 
further action on the issue of s olar water heating incentives . 

Subsequently, FPL petitioned the Commissi on for a 180- day 
extension of the solar water heating incentive provisions of the 
program. The extension was to coincide with the time period of 
Order No. 23667 to allow a t r ansition period for the solar 
industry, and to proved FPL time to investigate possible program 
changes that could make t he program cost effective . The Commission 
iasued Order No. 23814 on November 29 , 1990 approving the petition . 

On Dec ember 14 , 1990, FPL apparently revised its earl ier 
position a nd petitioned the Commission for approval to continue the 
solar water heating incentive provision of t he Resident ial 
Conservati on Water Heating Program. In addition i n that petition, 
FPL requested approva l of the Residential Photovoltaic Pool Pump 
program. 

Residential Photovolt aic Pool pymp CPVPPl Research Project 

Accord i ng t o FPL, this progr am will examine the use of sola~ 
photovoltaic (PV) panels to power residential swimming pool pumps. 
Approximately 20 systems are expected to be instal led . In 
addition , existing alternating current (AC) pool pumps currently at 
tho participants ' premises will be replaced by smaller direct 
current (DC) pumps . The DC pumps will be driven direc tly by 
either the PV panels or by a comb i nation PV panel/battery s y stem in 
wh ich the batteries will be charged by the PV panels . Accord ing to 
FPL, of the 20 installations a majority will consist o f the PV 
" stand alone " pane l s ystems. 

FPL states in the petition that it will wo rk with the Florida 
Solar Energy I ndustries Associat i on (FLASEIA) , and the Florida 
Solar Energy Center (FSEC) in the installation and monitoring of 
the project. The trial project will last 21 months with c o.sts 
cxpoetod at $200, ooo .. 

FPL r equests that all cost of this trial project be r ecovered 
through the e nergy conserva t ion cos t recovery (ECCR) clause. In 
Order No. 22176 , the Commission stated that conservation programs 
will be judged by the following c riter ia: (l) whether the program 
advances the pol~cy objectives set forth in Rule 25-17 . 001, F.A.C., 
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and tho FEECA statute; (2) whether the program is directly 
monltorablo and yields measurable results; (3) whether the program 
io coot effec tive. 

Sinco tho program is only a 21-month research project, a 
m asurom nt of cost e f fectiveness would be difficult to determine . 
Thor for , the cost-effectiveness test will be deferred until FPL 
tiles a request for permanent implementation of the PVPP Program. 

After reviewing the pe tition and supporting docume ntation, we 
find that the program will advance the objectives of Rule 25-
17.001, F.A . C., a nd Sections 366 . 80-366.85 , Florida Statutes , 
(FEECA). The program appears to be monitorable and should yield 
ooaeurablo res ults . 

Bcsidcotlol Congcryotion Water Heating Program 

FPL'o current petition states that the solar portion of the 
Conservation W ter Heating Program is not projected to be cost­
effective, however its analys is indicates that the program should 
b continued because it assists in the development o f a renewable 
resource, which will help promote the policy objectives found in 
Rul 25-17.001, Fl orida Administra tive Code , and FEECA. 

We find that this program, as represented by FPL , will promote 
tho objectives of Subsec tion 366 .82( 2) , Florida Statutes, by 
reducing and controlling the growth rates of e lectric consumption. 
In addition, the program will also advance the pol icy objectives of 
FEECA, because it is a rene wable resource . 

In considcrat~on of the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by tho Florida Public Service Commission th t the 
petition of Florida Power & Light Company for approval of c et tain 
proposed energy conservation programs , as described in the body of 
this Order, are approved. It is further 

ORDERED that this Order shall become final and the docket 
closed unless an appropriate petition for formal proceeding i s. 
received by the Division of Records a nd Reporting, 101 East Ga.ines 
Strc t, Tal l ahassee, Florida 32399-0870 , by the close of business 
on tho date indicated in the Notice of Further Proc eedings or 
Judicial Review.
