NOTICE Of PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORPEB GRANTING PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE 

BY THE COMMISSION:

No t i co is h e reby given by the Florida Public Se rvice I 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminar y in 
nature and wil l become final unless a person whose interests a r e 
substanti ally affected tiles a petition for formal proceeding 
pursua nt t o Rule 25-22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code. 

R. B. N. Services, Inc . (tho company) filed an application for 
a certifi cate to provide pay telephone service (PATS). The 
applica t i on was filed pursuant to Section 364.33, Florida statutes 
( 1985) , which provi des that no person can begin construction or 
ope ration of a telephone line , plant o r system without first 
obtaining from th i s Commission a certificate of public convenience 
a nd necessity . 

By Order No. 14132, issued February 27 , 1985 , this Commission 
aut horized the provision of competitive pay telephone service on a 
toll-only basis in addition to the PATS that is c urren tly provided 
by t he local exchange companies . Effectiv e June 24, 1985, Section 
364. 3 3 5 (4), Florhla Statutes (1985), was amended to expand ou r 
a u t ho r i ty to grant to PATS providers the authority to offer local 
PATS in addi tio n to the previ ously allowed toll PATS . In o ~der No. 
1 4132, we set f orth the requirements for certification of PATS 
prov iders as well a s the terms, conditions , servi ce standards and 
rates tha t a pply t o the provision of PATS . Additi onally , we 
required PATS provi ders t o comply wit h the requirements of Section 
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350 .113, Florida Statutes, which imposes a regulatory assessment 

tee . We also required each PATS provider to report to the 
Commission the number of pay telephone instruments that it operates 
in Florida. This report should be filed in conjunction with a PATS 

provider ' s payment of its regulatory assessment fee to this 
Commission. Furth r, in order to obtain service from a local 

exchange company for a PATS instrument, each PATS provider must 
specifically request a coin access l i ne from the serving local 
exchange company. 

PATS providers are subject to the prov~slons of Rules 
25-24 . 505 through 25-24.520 , Florida Administrative Code. These 

rules gov~rn the operation of PATS . 

In reviewing the application of the company, we find that it 
contains the information required for certification as set forth in 

Ord~ r No. 14 132 and the Rules cited above. Based on the foregoing , 

we propose to grant to the company listed in the caption of this 
Order a certificate to provide toll and local public pay telephone 
service conaistent with the conditions and requirements set forth 

in Rules 25-24.505 through 25- 24. 520, Florida Administrative Code . 

The docket l isted in this Order will be closed f o llowing 

expiration of the period specified in this Order unlers an 
appropriate petition for hearing, protest i ng a ~pecific 

application , is filed by one whose substantial interests may or 

will be affected by this proposed agency action, as provided by 

Florida Adminiotrative Code Rules 25-22.029 and 25- 22.036(7) (a) . 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that R. B. N. 
Services, Inc. be granted a certificate to provide public pay 
telephone service subject to all the conditions stated in the body 

of this Order. It is further 

ORDERED that this docket shall be closed if no protest is 

filed in accordance with the requirement set forth below .

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In the absence of such a petition, this orde r shall become 
effective on the day subsequent to the a bove date as provi de d by 
Rule 25-22 . 029(6) , Flor i da Administrative Code. 

Any objection or pr otest filed in this docket befo r e the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless i t 
sat isfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
s pecified protest pe riod. 

If this order becomes final and effec tive on the date 
des cribed above, a ny pa rty adversely affected may r e ques t j udicial 
review by the Florida Supreme court in the case of an e lectric, gas 
or telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal i n 
the case of a water or sewer utility by fil i ng a notice of appeal 
with the Director, Di vision of Records and Reporting and f i ling a 
copy of t .he notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate court . This fili ng must be complet ed within thirty 
( J O) days of the effective date of this order, pursuant to Rule 
9 . 110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedu r e. The notice of appea l 
must be i n the form specified i n Rule 9.900(a) , Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure. 
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
