NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that th action discussed h e r ein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose i nterests are 
adversely affected files a petition for a formal proceed.Lng, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22 .

Milco Distributors , I nc. (Milco) has petitioned f o r 
cunccllation of its Pay Telephone Service (PATS) Certificate No. 
2096 simultaneously with a PATS a pplication by Mutual Supermarket 
Operating Company, I nc. (Mutual) . These actions are consistent 
with our policy prohibiting the transfe r o f certificates . 

our exam.Lnation of the application made by Mutual i ndicates 
tha t Mutual has complied with our r equirements for PATS providers. 
Therefore, we find i t to be in the public interest to approve both 
the petition fo r cancellation and the certificate application . 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Serv ice Commission that 
Certificate of Public Conven ience and Necessity No . 2096 held by 
Milco Distributors , I nc. be canceled. It is f urther 
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ORDERED that a Certificate of Public Necessity and Convenience 
to provide pay telephone service be granted to Mutual Supermarket 
Operating Company, Inc. It is further 

ORDERED that the Certificate , if granted, s hall become 
effective at the e nd of the protest period if no objections are 
filed. It is further 

ORDERED that if no objections are filed during the protest 
period pursuant to the requirements set forth below, this docket 
shall be closed .
