ORPER ACKNOWLEDGING WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSED TARIFF 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On February 27, 1990 , United Telephone Company of Florida 
(Uni ed or the Company) filed a tariff to move territory from the 
Wint r Garden exchange into the Clermont exchange . The ma j ority of 
r ustomors who will be affected by the change in boundary have 
expressed a desire to be served out of the Cler mont exchange only 
with tho availability of Extended Area Service (EAS) to Winderme r e , 
Winter GaLdon, Reedy Crook, Lake Buena Vista, and Orlando . These 
c ustomers are aware that this will involve a change in ~elephone 
numbers, calling scope, and monthly telephone bills . 

Tho EAS has been approved by this Commission but will no t be 
available in tho Clermont exchange for approximately 12 months . It 
appears that the majority of affected customers wish to retain the 
current service until the EAS is implemented . As a result, our 
start requested the Company to withdraw its bou!ldary change tariff 
until the EAS is implemented in the Clarmont Exchange . United 
agreed to do this and will rofile its tariff t o move the territory 
from tho Winter Garden exchange i nto the Clermont exchange when EAS 
t o the Winter Garden area is available in the Clerm~nt exchange. 

We find that it is appropriate for the tariff to be withdrawn 
and rcfilod as set forth above . The Company shall notit.y ne\.,. 
c us tomers who may be affected by the changes that such changes may 
b approved by this Commission in the near future and that such 
c hang s may result in a change i n their local telephone numbe r a nd 
an increase in their basic monthly rate. 

Baaed upon the foregoing , it is 
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ORDERED by tho Florida Public Serv ice Commission that United 

Telephone Company of Florida ' s request to withdraw the proposed 

tariff to move territory from the Winter Garden exchange into the 

Clermont exchange is hereby approved . It is further 

ORDERED that ancf the tariff shall be refilcd when EAS , 

discussed in tho body of this Order , becomes avai lablo in tho 

Clermont exchange. It is fur ther 

ORDERED that United ' s proposed tariff , when filed, to move 

territory from the Winter Garden exchange into the Clermont 

exchange shall be brought to an appropriate agenda conterenc e tor 

a Commission vote . It is further 

ORDERED that this Docket is hereby closed .
