PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of revising Rule 25-22.075 is to 

implement the amendments to section 403.537(1), Florida Statutes 

(1990 Supp.), the electrical transmission line need determ~nation 

statute, a nd to provide a procedure that will allow the Commission 

sufficient time to publish the notice required by the statute. The 

legislature amended section 403.537(1) (a) in 1990 to require t hat 

notice of the hearing be published at least 45 days before the 

hearing is held, rather than the 20 days previously required, but 

it did not change the requirement that the hearing be held within 

45 days after the Commission receives a request. 

To implement the statute, the proposed rule provi des an option 

for utilities to notify the Commission 30 days in advance of their 

filing a petition for need determination . The 30- day aJvance 

notice will allow the commission sufficient time to schedule the 

hearing, prepare and mail the notice to the parties listed in the 

statute, and have the notice of hearing published in the Florida 

Administrative Weekly. It will also provide the utility sufficient 

time to arrange for publication of the newspaper notice. 

SUMMARY: The proposed rule provides an opt ion for utilities to 

notify the Commission 30 days in advance of their filing a petition 

for electrical transmission line need determination. If a utility 
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chooses not to file a notice of i ntent to file a petition, the 

Commission may extend the hearing date to provide the required 

notice, but only for a period of 30 days. 

The rule is also revised to reflect other amendments made to 

the statute since the rule was adopted in 1980. Among these 

changes are requirements that the notice of hearing be published in 

newspapers of general circulation and that notice must be given to 

counties and regional planning councils in potentially affected 

jurisdictions. The rule provides that the Commission will be 

responsible for providing notice to all persons or e ntities exce pt 

the newspaper notice , which will b e t he responsibility of the 

utility .

SUMMARY OF THE ESTIMATE OF ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THIS RULE: No direct 

additional costs to the agency are anticipated from the proposed 

revisions to this rule because the rule codifies existing statutory 

requirements . The proposed rule changes the time of filing certa in 

information by applicants for a transmission line need 

determination, but does not change the i n formation required . The 

cost ot providing the notice required by the rule is presently 

borne by the same parties under section 403. 537 , Florida Statutes, 

and Rule 25- 22 .0405, Florida Administrative tode.
