on March 29, 1991, Business Choice Network, Inc. (the

tar i ff . Having considered the applicati on, it appears that the 
Company is financially stable and technically capable of providing 
service. We note that a member of the Company's board of 
directors , who is also a stockholder, was convicted in 1988 o f 
fa lse use of a Social Securi ty number . However , upon review of the 
e nti r e application, we f i nd that i t i s in the public interest to 
gra nt a certificate to the Company , and it is our intention to 
gra nt the certifica te. 

Based on the foregoing, i t is 
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ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
application of Business Choice Network, Inc . for a certificate to 
provide intrastate i.1terexchange telecommunications service is 
g ranted as set forth in the body of this Order. It is further

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
described above, any party adversely affected may r e quest judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric , gas I 
or telephone utility or by the First District court or App~al in 
the case of a wa ter or sewer utility by filing a no ice of appeal 
with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and filing a 
copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate court. This filing must be completed within thirty 
(30 ) days of the effective date of this order, pursuant to Rule 
9 . 110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal 
must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure. 
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
