ORDER REVISING PROCEDURAL ORDER 

Order No. 24 430 , issu e d April 25, 1991, established the 
controlling procedural dates for this p r oceeding. That ord·er 
listed the date for the prehearing conference a s July 19, 1991, and 
tho date for the hearing as August 1, 1991 . On July 10, 1991 , the 
ut i lity filed a letter whereby it agreed to extend for three mor e 
months the 15-month complet ion requirement o f Secticn 367 . 0814, 
Florida Statutes, and whereby it agreed to a postponement of the 
hearing. The Office of Public Counsel (OPC), the only inter venor 
i n the case , and the Staff of this Commission support said waiver 
and postponement. 

In consi deration of the fore going , the date tor t he prehearing 
confe rence in this case s hall therefore be held on September 25, 
1991, not July 10 , 1991; and the date for the hearing s hall be held 
o n October 9 and 10 , 1991, not August 1 , 1991. Order No. 24430 is 
hereby revised to reflect said change . 

Qiscoyery Procedures 

The heari ng i n this docket is presently set for October 9 and 
10, 1991. Unless authorized by the Prehear ing Off i cer for good 
caus e shown, all discovery shall be completed by October 2 , 1991 . 
In addition, to facilitat e their ide ntification, all 
i nterroga tori e s, requests for admiss i ons, and requests for 
production of documents s hall be numbered c onsecutively. Each ~et 
of d iscovery requests s ha ll be numbered sequentially from any 
provioua set(s). Unless authori zed by the Prehear ing Officer, the 
following shall apply : interrogatories , i nc ludi ng all subparts, 
shall bo limited to 100, requests for admi~sions, including 
subparts, shall be limited to JO , and requests for prod uction of 
doc uments, including s ubparts, s hall be limited t o 50 . Order No . 
244 30 is hereby revised to reflect the above pr ocedures.

ORDERED by Commissioner J . Terry Dea son, as Prehearing 
Officer , that Order No. 24430 is here by revise d as set forth in the 
body of this Order. I t is f urther 

ORDERED that Orde r No. 24430 is hereby reaffirmed in all other 
respects.

This notice 
s hould not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or judici al review wil l be granted or res ult in the relief 
s ought. 

Any party advers ely affected by this order , whic h is 
preliminary, procedural or i ntermediate in nature, may request: 1 ) 
rec ons ider ation with i n 10 days pursua nt to Rule 25-22 .038 ( 2) , 
F l orida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; 2) 
reconsideratio n within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code , if issued by the Commiss i on; or 3) judicial 
r eview by the Florida Supreme Court , i n the case of 1n electric, 
ga s or telephon u t ility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
the case of a water or sewer utility. A motion for reconsideration 
s hall be filed with the Director, Division of Records and 
Re porti ng, in the form prescribed by Rule 25- 2 2 . 060 , Florida 
Admin istrati ve Code . Judicial review of a prelimin ry, procedural 
o r i ntermediate ruling or order is ava i lable if revi ew of the final 
act i on will not provide a n adequate remedy. Suc h review may be 
r equested from the appropriate court, as described above, pursuant 
to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate Proc edure. 
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
