Peek's Te lecommunications Inc. (Peek's) filed an application 
for an interexchange certificate on May 10, 1991. The application 
contained the required background information and i ts proposed 
tariff . Af ter ha v ing considered the application, it appe ars that 
the Company is technica lly c apable of providing se~vice. 
Therefore, we fi nd that it is in the public interest to grant a 
certificate to Peek ' s, and it is our intention to q rant the 
certificate. Intere xchange carriers ( IXCs) are s ubject to the 
provi sions of Rules 25-24.455 through 25-24.495, Florida 
Administrati ve Code. Additionally, by Order No. 16804, IXCs ar~ 
prohibited from c onstructing facilities to bypass a local exchange 
company without express prior approval from the Commission. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
application of Peek's Telecommunica tions Inc . for a certificate to 
provide intrastate i nterexchange telecommunications service is 
gra nted a s set forth i n the body of this order. It is further
