ORDLR ACKNOWLEDGING WITHDRAWAL Of PETITION 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

This Docket was initiated t o address the Petition to Rev iew 
Co ntracts and Resolve Qispute a nd Petition to Maintain Status Quo 
Pending Resolution of Dispute (the Petition) filed by ALL TEL 
Florida , Inc . (ALLTEL); Indiantown Tele phone Sy s t em , Inc . 
(Indiantown); Northe ast Florida Telephone Company (Northeast) ; a nd 
Southland Telephone Company (Southland). None of these small l ocal 
exchange companies (LECs ) provides i t s own operator serv 1 ces . 
These services are prov i ded by Southern Bell Telephone and 
Telegraph Compa ny on behalf of the s mall LECs pursuant to contract. 

In the fal l of 1986 , the LEC~ (except f or Northeast) agreed t o 
accept company s peci f ic billing on an operator work second (OWS) 
bas i s for local and toll operator services whe n accurate d a t a 
became available through the ability to tec hnically measure the 
traffic . Until tha t time , Southern Bell charged each LEC a fl at 
rate per access line for the provision of operator services. In 
late December , 1990, Southe rn Bell notified the small LECs that i t 
\-lould begin charging for operator services o n an ows bas is by 
J a nua ry 1 , 1991 . The fina ncial impact on the small LECs of paying 
for operator services on an ows basis is substantial . 
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On February 13, 1991, Southern Bell filed Southern Bell 
Teleohone and Telegragh Corngaoy's Response and Motion To Dism1ss 
The Petition to Review Contracts and Resolve Disputes am! To 
Maintain Status Ouo Pending Resolution of Qispute (the Motion) . 

On June 11, 1991 , ALLTEL, Northeast and Southland f iled a 
Withdrawal As Party. On September 25, 1991 , Indiantown also f i led 
a Wi thdrawal As Party. The withdrawals are based on the respective 
compromise agreements reached between these LECs and Southern Bell 
to phase- i n the OWS rates. ALLTEL will begin full payment on 
January 1, 1992 . Northeast a nd Southland will begin full payment 
on January 1, 1994 . Indiantown will begin full payment on Janua ry 
11 1997 , 

Since each of the parties to the Petition ha ve reac h e d a n 
a greement with Southern Bell regarding the provisio n o f o p e r a t o r 
servi ces, the underlying basis of t he Petition ha s been eliminated . 
Th erefor e, we find it appropriate t o acknowledge the withdra wa l s 
a nd dismiss the Petition . Since the Withdrawals have obviated the 
Petition, the Motion becomes moot. Accordingly, Southe rn Be ll ' s 
Motion is dismis sed . 

Based o n the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
Pe tition to Review Contracts and Resolve Dispute and Petitio n t o 
Maintain St atus Quo Pending Resolution of Dispute filed by ALLT EL 
Florida , Inc.; Indiantown Telephone Sys tem, Inc .; Northeast F l orida 
Telepho ne Company ; a nd Southla nd Telepho ne Company is dismissed fo r 
the reasons set forth i n the body of this Order . It is urthe r 

ORDERED that Southern Bell Telephone a nd Telegra ph Compa n y ' s 
Response and Motion To Dismiss The Petition to Review Contracts and 
Resolve Di sputes a nd To Maintain Status Quo Pending Resolution o f 
Dispute is dismiss ed for the reasons set forth i n the body of ~hi s 

Order . It is f urthe r 

ORDERED that this docket be closed .
