ORDEB CANCELING CERTIFICATE 
IN RESPONSE TO SHOW GAUSE ORDER 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Red Coconut R.V. Park (Red Coconut or the Utility ) has been a 
certificated pay telepho ne service (PATS) provider since May 28, 
1986. As a certif icated PATS provider, Red Coc onut is s u b i ect to 
our j urisdiction. 

On May 13, 1991, Red Coconut was ordered t o s how cause why it 
should not be fined $250 for failing to file i ts Annual Report as 
requi red by Rule 25-24. 520 , Florida Administra t ive Code . As part 
of the Show Cause Order, Red Coconut was offered the opportunity to 
avoid the fine by voluntarily canceling its Certificate ~f Public 
Convenience and Necessity and ceasing to provide PATS serv ice. On 
May 22, 1991, Red Coconut responded to Show Cause Order No. 24 521 . 
In Final Order No. 25412 , we rejected Red Coconu t's response a nd 
r equired the Utility to pay the fine, volunta r ily cancel its 
certific ate, or face involuntary cancellation. Red Coconut has 
elected to voluntarily cancel its certificate. 

We note that while we i ntend t o permit Red Coconut to cancel 
its certificate and cease operation as a PATS provider, we are not 
relieving the Utility of its responsibility for t h e applicable 1991 
Regulatory Assessment Fees. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 
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ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Red 
Coconut R. V. Park shall be pe rm i tted to voluntarily cancel its 
Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 913. It is 
further 

ORDERED that Red Coco,nut R. V. Park shall surrender its 
certificate and cease to provide pay telephone service . It is 
further 

ORDERED t hat this Order shall not be interpreted as relieving 
Red Coconut R.V. Park from l i abi l ity for 1991 Regulatory Assessment 
Fees. It is further 

ORDERED that this docket be closed.
