Phone Plus, Inc. filed an application for a certificate of 

public convenience and necessity to provide interexchange 
telecommunications and alternative operator services . The 

application contains the r equired background information and the 
proposed tariff. Having considered this application, il a ppe ats 
that it is in the public interest to grant , to Phone Plus, Inc., a 

certificate to provide interexchange tele·ommunications and 
alternative operator services. 

Interexchange telecommunications services providers are 

charged with t he responsibility of complying with the appropriate 
provisions of Chapter 364, Florida Statutes, and Chapters 25-4 and 

25-24, Florida Administrative Code . In addition, i nterexchange 
telecommunications s e rvices providers are proh i b ited from 
constructing facil~ties to bypass a local exchange company wi LhouL 
express prior approval from this Commission ~ursuant to the 
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provisions of Order No. 16804, issued November 4 , 1986. 

Alternative operator services providers are subject to our 

decisions in Docket No. 871394 - TP , including, but not limited to, 
Order No. 20489, issued December 21 , 1988.

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that we 

hereby grant, to Phone Plus I Inc ., a certificate to provide 

interexchange telecommunications and alternative operator services I 

subject to the conditions stated in the body of this Order. It is

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
described above, any party adversely affected may request judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas 

or telephone utility or by the First District C0urt of Appeal in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility by f ~ling a notice of 
appeal with t he Director , Division of Records and Report i ng and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate court. This filing must be completed within thirty 

(30) days of the effective date of this order , pursuant to Rule 
9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal 
must be in t he form specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of 
Appellate Pr~cedure. 
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
