ORDER INDICATING NONJURISDICTIONAL STATUS 
OF A & R HEATING & AIR. INC. AND CLOSING DOCKET 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On Apri l 28 , 1994, A & R Heating & Air , Inc. (A & R) f i led an 
applicati on with this Commission for recognition of its 
nonjurisdictional stat us, pursuant to Sec tion 36 7 .021(12) , Florida 
Statu t es. A & R is a he a t ing and air condit i o ning repa i r bus i ness 
wh i ch current l y receives water from a we ll shared by several 
busine sses. A & R has made application to the Southwest Flori da 
Wat er Management Distri ct for a permi t to construct a well which 
will provide water only to itself. A & R is located at 10875 
Southwest 91st Avenue, Ocala, Florida. Mr . Steve LeCouri s, 
Pres ident and primary contact person, filed the application on 
behalf of A & R. 

Secti on 367 . 021(12) , Flori da Statutes , s tates that a "u tility 
means a water or wastewater utility and except as provided in 
Sec t i on 367 .022 , i ncludes every person , lessee , t rustee , or 
r eceive r owning , operating, managing or c ontrolling a sys t e m, or 
pro pos ing construction of a system, who is providing or proposes to 
provide water or wastewater service to the pub l ic for 
compe ns ation ." 

Upon request and sufficient proof, the Commission will issue 
an ord er i ndicat i ng the nonjurisdictional or exe mpt status of water 
or wa stewat er sys t e ms if they qual i fy unde r the appropr i ate 
provision of Cha p ter 367, Flo r i da Statutes. The application wa s 
f i l ed i n a ccorda nce with Sec t i on 36 7 .021(12), Florida Statut e s, and 
Rules 25- 30. 060( 1 ), (2) a nd (3)( j ) , Florida Administrative Code . 
According t o t h e applica tion, wate r servi c e wi ll be provi d e d o nly 
t o A & R, t he r e wi ll b e no charge for provi d i ng the servic e , and 
a ll c osts of providing service wi l l be tre ate d o r r ecove r e d as

In addition, pursuant to Section 837.0 6, Florida Statutes, and 
Rule 25-30 . 060(2) (f), Florida Adminis t rative Code , a nyone knowingly 
maki ng a f alse statement in writing with the intent to mislead is 
gui l ty of a misdemeanor . By s i gn i ng the application, Mr. LeCouris 
acknowledged that he i s aware of Section 837.06, Florida Statutes, 
and t he penalties f o r making false statements in the application . 

Base d on the facts as represented, we find that A & R is not 
a utility pursuant to t he provisions of Section 367 . 021(12), 
Flor ida Statutes. Accordingly, A & R i s not subject to this 
Commission's jurisdiction. However, should there be any change in 
circumstances or method o f oper ation , the owner of A & R or any 
successors in interest, must inform the Commission within 30 days 
of such change so that its nonjurisdictional status may be 
reevaluated. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public service Commission that, based 
upon the facts as represented. A & R Heating & Air , Inc . , 10875 
Southwest 9 lst Avenue, Oca l a, Florida 344 8 1 , is not a water 
uti lity subject to this Commission' s j urisdiction, pursuant to the 
provisions of Section 367.021(12) , Florida Statutes. It is f urther 

ORDERED that should there be any change in circumstances or 
method of operation, the owner of A & R Heating and Air, Inc . or 
any successors in interest, shall inform t his Commission wi thin 30 
days o f such a c hange so that we may r eeval uate A & R ' s 
nonjurisdictional status . It is further 

ORDERED that this Docket i s hereby closed.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDI CIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Secti on 
120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that appl y. Thi s notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission 's final action 
in this matter may request: 1) reconsideration of the decision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Dir ector, Division of 
Records and Reporting within fifteen ( 15) days of the issuance of 
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22 . 060 , Florida 
Administrative Code; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer 
utility by filing a notice of appeal wi th the Director, Divi s i on of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be 
completed within thirty ( 30) days after the issuance of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Ci vil Procedure . The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9 . 900 (a) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
