Interexchange telecommunications s e rvices providers are

prohibited from constructing facilities to bypass a local e xc hange 
company without express prior approval from this Commission. 
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This docket will be closed following the expiration of the 
period specified in the Notice of Further Proceedin~s or Judicial 
Review section of this Order unless an appropriate petition, 
protesting the application, is filed by one whose substantial 

interests may or will be affected by this proposed agency action,

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that we 
hereby grant, to Network Services dfbfa Long Distance Network 
Services, a certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications 

services subject to the conditions stated in the body of this 
Order. It is further 

ORDERED that, unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected by the action proposed herein files a 
petition in the for~ and by the date specified in the Notice of 
Further Proceedings or Judicial Review, below, the certificate 
shall become effective on the followi ng date and this docket shall 
be closed.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REYIEW

Any objection or protest f iled in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 

satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 

specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 

described above, any party adversely affected may request judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas 

or telephone utility or by the First District Court of .. ppeal in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a notice of 

appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 

appropriate court. This filing must be completed within thirty 
(30) days of the effective date of this order, pursuant to Rule 
9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appea l 
must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of 

Appellate Procedure. 
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
