ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that we 
hereby grant, to Corporate Communications Group, Inc., a 

certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications services 

subject to the conditions stated in the body of this Order.

ORDERED that, unless a person whose interests are 

substantially affected by the action proposed herein files a 

petition in the form and by the date specified in the Notice of 

Further Proceedings or Judicial Review, below, the certificate 

shall become effective on the following date and this docket shall 

be closed.
