Code. This petition must be received by the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, at 101 East Gaines Street, Tallahas&ee , 
Florida 32399-0870, by the close of business on September 13, 1994 . 

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 

issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
described above, any party adversely affected may request judicial 

review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case o f an electric, gas 

or telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal in 

the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and 

filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate court. This filing must be completed within thirty
